General Description:6

This bill creates a sales and use tax exemption for cleaning and washing of a vehicle.7

Section 1.  Section 59-12-104 is amended to read:22

59-12-104.   Exemptions.23

Exemptions from the taxes imposed by this chapter are as follows:24

(1)  sales of aviation fuel, motor fuel, and special fuel subject to a Utah state excise tax25

under Chapter 13, Motor and Special Fuel Tax Act;26

(2)  subject to Section 59-12-104.6, sales to the state, its institutions, and its political27

subdivisions; however, this exemption does not apply to sales of:28

(a)  construction materials except:29

(i)  construction materials purchased by or on behalf of institutions of the public30

education system as defined in Utah Constitution, Article X, Section 2, provided the31

construction materials are clearly identified and segregated and installed or converted to real32
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property which is owned by institutions of the public education system; and33

(ii)  construction materials purchased by the state, its institutions, or its political34

subdivisions which are installed or converted to real property by employees of the state, its35

institutions, or its political subdivisions; or36

(b)  tangible personal property in connection with the construction, operation,37

maintenance, repair, or replacement of a project, as defined in Section 11-13-103, or facilities38

providing additional project capacity, as defined in Section 11-13-103;39

(3) (a)  sales of an item described in Subsection (3)(b) from a vending machine if:40

(i)  the proceeds of each sale do not exceed $1; and41

(ii)  the seller or operator of the vending machine reports an amount equal to 150% of42

the cost of the item described in Subsection (3)(b) as goods consumed; and43

(b)  Subsection (3)(a) applies to:44

(i)  food and food ingredients; or45

(ii)  prepared food;46

(4) (a)  sales of the following to a commercial airline carrier for in-flight consumption:47

(i)  alcoholic beverages;48

(b)  sales of tangible personal property or a product transferred electronically:51

North American Industry Classification System of the federal Executive Office of the59

President, Office of Management and Budget; and60

(II)  for:61

(Aa)  installation in an aircraft, including services relating to the installation of parts or62

equipment in the aircraft;63
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(Bb)  renovation of an aircraft; or64

(Cc)  repair of an aircraft; or65

(B)  for installation in an aircraft operated by a common carrier in interstate or foreign66

commerce; or67

(ii)  beginning on October 1, 2008, sales of parts and equipment for installation in an68

aircraft operated by a common carrier in interstate or foreign commerce; and69

(b)  notwithstanding the time period of Subsection 59-1-1410(8) for filing for a refund,70

a person may claim the exemption allowed by Subsection (5)(a)(i)(B) for a sale by filing for a71

refund:72

(i)  if the sale is made on or after July 1, 2008, but on or before September 30, 2008;73

(ii)  as if Subsection (5)(a)(i)(B) were in effect on the day on which the sale is made;74

(iii)  if the person did not claim the exemption allowed by Subsection (5)(a)(i)(B) for75

the sale prior to filing for the refund;76

(iv)  for sales and use taxes paid under this chapter on the sale;77

(v)  in accordance with Section 59-1-1410; and78

(vi)  subject to any extension allowed for filing for a refund under Section 59-1-1410, if79

the person files for the refund on or before September 30, 2011;80

(6)  sales of commercials, motion picture films, prerecorded audio program tapes or81

records, and prerecorded video tapes by a producer, distributor, or studio to a motion picture82

exhibitor, distributor, or commercial television or radio broadcaster;83

(7) (a)  except as provided in Subsection (86) and subject to Subsection (7)(b), sales of84

cleaning or washing of tangible personal property if the cleaning or washing of the tangible85

personal property is not assisted cleaning or washing of tangible personal property;86

(b)  if a seller that sells at the same business location assisted cleaning or washing of87

tangible personal property and cleaning or washing of tangible personal property that is not88

assisted cleaning or washing of tangible personal property, the exemption described in89

Subsection (7)(a) applies if the seller separately accounts for the sales of the assisted cleaning90

or washing of the tangible personal property; and91

(c)  for purposes of Subsection (7)(b) and in accordance with Title 63G, Chapter 3,92

(A)  if the vehicle is not used to conduct business, for a time period that does not106

exceed the longer of:107

(I)  30 days in any calendar year; or108

(II)  the time period necessary to transport the vehicle to the borders of this state; or109

(A)  in the manufacturing process to manufacture an item sold as tangible personal176

property; or177

(B)  for a scrap recycler, to process an item sold as tangible personal property;178

(b)  amounts paid or charged for a purchase or lease:179

(i)  by an establishment:180

(A)  described in NAICS Subsector 212, Mining (except Oil and Gas), or NAICS Code181

213113, Support Activities for Coal Mining, 213114, Support Activities for Metal Mining, or182

213115, Support Activities for Nonmetallic Minerals (except Fuels) Mining, of the 2002 North183

American Industry Classification System of the federal Executive Office of the President,184

Office of Management and Budget; and185

(B)  located in the state; and186

(ii)  of machinery, equipment, or normal operating repair or replacement parts if the187
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machinery, equipment, or normal operating repair or replacement parts have an economic life188

of three or more years and are used in:189

(A)  the production process to produce an item sold as tangible personal property;190

(B)  research and development;191

(C)  transporting, storing, or managing tailings, overburden, or similar waste materials192

produced from mining;193

(D)  developing or maintaining a road, tunnel, excavation, or similar feature used in194

mining; or195

(E)  preventing, controlling, or reducing dust or other pollutants from mining;196

(c)  amounts paid or charged for a purchase or lease:197

(i)  by an establishment:198

(A)  described in NAICS Code 518112, Web Search Portals, of the 2002 North199

American Industry Classification System of the federal Executive Office of the President,200

Office of Management and Budget; and201

(B)  located in the state; and202

(ii)  of machinery, equipment, or normal operating repair or replacement parts if the203

machinery, equipment, or normal operating repair or replacement parts:204

(A)  are used in the operation of the web search portal; and205

(B)  have an economic life of three or more years; and206

(d)  for purposes of this Subsection (14) and in accordance with Title 63G, Chapter 3,207

Utah Administrative Rulemaking Act, the commission:208

(i)  shall by rule define the term "establishment"; and209

(ii)  may by rule define what constitutes:210

(A)  processing an item sold as tangible personal property;211

(B)  the production process, to produce an item sold as tangible personal property; or212

(C)  research and development;213

(15) (a)  sales of the following if the requirements of Subsection (15)(b) are met:214

(i)  tooling;215

(ii)  special tooling;216

(iii)  support equipment;217

(iv)  special test equipment; or218
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(v)  parts used in the repairs or renovations of tooling or equipment described in219

Subsections (15)(a)(i) through (iv); and220

(b)  sales of tooling, equipment, or parts described in Subsection (15)(a) are exempt if:221

(i)  the tooling, equipment, or parts are used or consumed exclusively in the222

performance of any aerospace or electronics industry contract with the United States223

government or any subcontract under that contract; and224

(ii)  under the terms of the contract or subcontract described in Subsection (15)(b)(i),225

title to the tooling, equipment, or parts is vested in the United States government as evidenced226

that for purposes of calculating sales or use tax upon vehicles not sold by a vehicle dealer,234

trade-ins are limited to other vehicles only, and the tax is based upon:235

(i)  the bill of sale or other written evidence of value of the vehicle being sold and the236

vehicle being traded in; or237

(ii)  in the absence of a bill of sale or other written evidence of value, the then existing238

fair market value of the vehicle being sold and the vehicle being traded in, as determined by the239

commission; and240

(b) Subsection (17)(a) does not apply to the following items of tangible personal241

property or products transferred electronically traded in as full or part payment of the purchase242

price:243

(18) (a) (i)  except as provided in Subsection (18)(b), sales of tangible personal property249
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or a product transferred electronically used or consumed primarily and directly in farming250

operations, regardless of whether the tangible personal property or product transferred251

electronically:252

(A)  becomes part of real estate; or253

(B)  is installed by a:254

(I)  farmer;255

(II)  contractor; or256

(III)  subcontractor; or257

(ii)  sales of parts used in the repairs or renovations of tangible personal property or a258

product transferred electronically if the tangible personal property or product transferred259

electronically is exempt under Subsection (18)(a)(i); and260

(b)  amounts paid or charged for the following are subject to the taxes imposed by this261

chapter:262

(i) (A)  subject to Subsection (18)(b)(i)(B), the following if used in a manner that is263

incidental to farming:264

garden, farm, or other agricultural produce if the seasonal crops are, seedling plants are, or287

garden, farm, or other agricultural produce is sold by:288

(a)  the producer of the seasonal crops, seedling plants, or garden, farm, or other289

agricultural produce;290

(b)  an employee of the producer described in Subsection (20)(a); or291

(c)  a member of the immediate family of the producer described in Subsection (20)(a);292

(21)  purchases made using a coupon as defined in 7 U.S.C. Sec. 2012 that is issued293

under the Food Stamp Program, 7 U.S.C. Sec. 2011 et seq.;294

(22)  sales of nonreturnable containers, nonreturnable labels, nonreturnable bags,295

nonreturnable shipping cases, and nonreturnable casings to a manufacturer, processor,296

wholesaler, or retailer for use in packaging tangible personal property to be sold by that297

manufacturer, processor, wholesaler, or retailer;298

(23)  a product stored in the state for resale;299

(24) (a)  purchases of a product if:300

(i)  the product is:301

(A)  purchased outside of this state;302

(B)  brought into this state:303

(I)  at any time after the purchase described in Subsection (24)(a)(i)(A); and304

(II)  by a nonresident person who is not living or working in this state at the time of the305

purchase;306

(C)  used for the personal use or enjoyment of the nonresident person described in307

Subsection (24)(a)(i)(B)(II) while that nonresident person is within the state; and308

(D)  not used in conducting business in this state; and309

(ii)  for:310

(A)  a product other than a boat described in Subsection (24)(a)(ii)(B), the first use of311
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the product for a purpose for which the product is designed occurs outside of this state;312

(30)  sales of a boat of a type required to be registered under Title 73, Chapter 18, State344

Boating Act, a boat trailer, or an outboard motor if the boat, boat trailer, or outboard motor is:345

(a)  not registered in this state; and346

(b) (i)  not used in this state; or347

(ii)  used in this state:348

(A)  if the boat, boat trailer, or outboard motor is not used to conduct business, for a349

time period that does not exceed the longer of:350

(I)  30 days in any calendar year; or351

(II)  the time period necessary to transport the boat, boat trailer, or outboard motor to352

the borders of this state; or353
