2. Task Force to Study Funding of the Division of Oil, Gas and Mining and Utah
Geological Survey
At the last committee meeting, Mr. Braxton offered to organize a task force to develop

solutions to deal with funding shortfalls of the Division of Oil, Gas and Mining and Utah
Geological Survey.  Plans for the task force, including the proposed membership, will be
discussed.

3. Noxious Weeds
Under Utah law, each county is responsible for formulating and implementing a noxious

weed control program to prevent and control noxious weeds within the county.  The Department
of Agriculture and Food is responsible for designating noxious weeds on a statewide basis and
assisting counties to comply with their legal responsibilities related to implementing a noxious
week control program.  The department is requesting state funds to provide financial assistance to
counties to control noxious weeds.

4. Wilderness Designation
In January 1999, the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) completed a report on the

reinventory of BLM lands in Utah.  The report identifies an additional 2.6 million acres of land
with wilderness characteristics.  The BLM is currently in the process of determining which of
those lands should be managed as Wilderness Study Areas.  At the same time, the Governor's
Office and the BLM, along with interested parties, are examining existing Wilderness Study Areas
and reinventoried lands in the West Desert area to determine which lands should be recommended
for wilderness designation by Congress.  Mr. Banks and Mr. Barber will outline the processes and
time schedules for these wilderness designation projects.
