During the May meeting, the Committee voted to have legislation drafted to provide exceptions to the $200
vehicle administrative impound fee imposed in DUI cases. The current state law does not provide exceptions.

10:35 5. Clean Special Fuel Tax Certificate (draft legislation)
The owner of a vehicle powered by clean special fuel is required to purchase an annual clean special fuel tax
certificate in lieu of paying the special fuel tax. The Tax Commission has reported that this requirement is not
enforceable.  In addition, current state law exempts government vehicles from motor fuel and special fuel
taxes but government vehicles are not specifically exempted from the purchase of the clean special fuel tax
certificate. Is there a better way to impose this tax? Should the exemption for government vehicles be
clarified?
