He said that some of the benefits of
Public — Private Partnerships include faster completion of projects and availability of new funding
resources.

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Ms. Peggy Catlin, Deputy Executive Director, Colorado Department of Transportation, and Enterprise
Director, Colorado Tolling Enterprise, discussed the public private initiatives in Colorado including toll
roads, and other tools they are studying to increase transportation funding in Colorado.

Mr. Phillip Russell, Director, Texas Turnpike Authority Division, Texas Department of Transportation,
talked about turnpikes and public private partnerships used in Texas to finance transportation projects.
