101. The Legislature intends that the National Guard be authorized to increase their fleet by two vehicles for use
at Camp Williams to be funded 100% by Federal Funds.

Veterans' Affairs

102. Under terms of Section 63-38-8 Utah Code Annotated the Legislature intends that $350,700 for the
Veterans’ Affairs Administration Program, provided by item 224 of Senate Bill 1 2008 General Session not

lapse at the close of fiscal year 2009.

103. Under terms of Section 63-38-8 Utah Code Annotated the Legislature intends that $340,500 for the
Veterans’ Affairs, Veterans' Cemetery Program, provided by item 224 of Senate Bill 1 2008 General
Session not lapse at the close of fiscal year 2009.

104. Under terms of Section 63-38-8 Utah Code Annotated the Legislature intends that 3146,600 for the
Veterans' Affairs, Veterans’ Nursing Home, provided by item 224 of Senate Bill 1 2008 General Session not

lapse at the close of fiscal year 2009.

Environmental Quality

105. The Legislature intends that priority be given in the grant and loan programs at the Division of Drinking
Water to solve the Alta drinking water quality issue.

106. Under terms of Section 63-38-8 Utah Code Annotated the Legislature intends that $3,562,000 for the
Department of Environmental Quality, Air Operating Permits Program, provided by item 225 of Senate Bill
1 2008 General Session not lapse at the close of fiscal year 2009 and are authorized for use in the Air
Operating Permits Program to reduce the fee in the second fiscal year following that in which the
unexpended funds occurred.

107. Under terms of Section 63-38-8 Utah Code Annotated the Legislature intends that $126,200 for the
Department of Environmental Quality, Groundwater Permit Administration Program, provided by item 225
of Senate Bill 1 2008 General Session not lapse at the close of fiscal year 2009 and are authorized for use
in the Groundwater Permit Administration Program in the following fiscal year to reduce the fees charged.

Transportation - Operations/Maintenance Management

108. The Legislature intends that any and all collections or cash income from the sale or salvage of land and
buildings are to be lapsed to the Transportation Fund

109. There is appropriated to the Department of Transportation from the Transportation Fund, not otherwise
appropriated, a sum sufficient, but not more than the surplus of the Transportation Fund, to be used by the
Department for the construction, rehabilitation and preservation of State highways in Utah. It is the intent
of the Legislature that the appropriation, fund first, a maximum participation with the federal government
for the construction of federally designated highways, as provided by law, and last, the construction of
State highways, as funding permits. It is also the intent of the Legislature that the FTE's for field crews
may be adjusted to accommodate the increase or decrease
in the Federal Construction Program. No portion of the money appropriated by this item shall be used
either directly or indirectly to enhance the appropriations otherwise made by this act to the Department of

Transportation for other purposes.

Transportation - Construction Management

110. There is appropriated to the Department of Transportation from the Transportation Fund, not otherwise
appropriated, a sum sufficient, but not more than the surplus of the Transportation Fund, to be used by the
Department for the construction, rehabilitation and preservation of State highways in Utah. The
Legislature intends that the appropriation, fund first, a maximum participation with the federal government
for the construction of federally designated highways, as provided by law, and last, the construction of
State highways, as funding permits.

Transportation - Safe Sidewalk Construction

111. The Legislature intends that the funds appropriated from the Transportation F und for pedestrian safety
projects be used specifically to correct pedestrian hazards on State highways.

The Legislature also intends that local authorities be encouraged to participate in the construction of
pedestrian safety devices. The appropriated funds are to be used according to the criteria set forth in
Section 72-8-104, Utah code Annotated, 1953. The funds appropriated for sidewalk construction shall not
lapse. Iflocal governments cannot use their allocation of Sidewalk Safety Funds in two years, these funds
will be available for other governmental entities which are prepared to use the resources. The Legislature
intends that local participation in the Sidewalk Construction Program be on a 75% state and 25% local

match basis.
Transportation - Mineral Lease -

112. The Legislature intends that the funds apj)roprz’ated from the Federal Mineral Lease Account shall be used
for improvement or reconstruction of highways that have been heavily impacted by energy development.

The Legislature intends that if private industries engaged in developing the State's natural resources are
willing to participate in the cost of the construction of highways leading to their facilities, that local
governments consider that highway as a higher priority as they prioritize the use of Mineral Lease Funds
received through 59-21-1(3)(d). The funds appropriated for improvement or reconstruction of energy

impacted highways are non-lapsing.
