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This Legidation requires an FY 2010 one-time appropriation of $1,000 General Fund plus $1,000
Federal Fundsto the Department of Workforce Services and $47,100 General Fund plus $8,000
American Recovery and Reinvestment Act plus $167,400 Federal Funds ($222,500 total) to the
Department of Health. It requires an ongoing appropriation beginning in FY 2011 of $26,500 General
Fund plus $48,800 Federa Funds ($75,300 total) to the Department of Workforce Services and
$442,100 Generd Fund plus $1,337,900 Federa Funds ($1,780,000 total) to the Department of Health.
The FY 2011 General Fund appropriation to the Department of Health is temporarily offset by a
$32,200 from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act. Medicaid’ s emergency medical spending
may be reduced.
