Fiscal Note S.B. 86

Sponsor: Valentine, J. 2013 General Session

Costs associated with this bill depend upon a number of unpredictable factors including the number of 

complaints issued, the nature of complaints, the number of meetings required, and staff and attorney 

effort required. If no ethics complaints are filed in a year, the Independent Executive Branch Ethics 

Commission would meet twice per year, at an annual cost of $3,000 beginning in FY 2014. If ethics 

complaints are filed, additional costs may include additional per diem, travel, staff time, attorney fees, 

and ancillary meeting costs.
