State-chartered depository institutions could see a reduction in their annual fee paid to the Department 

of Financial Institutions by about $1,541,000 statewide.  The individual institution's savings would range 

from between $1 and $71,000 depending on its size.  About 13 smaller depository institutions would see 

no change in their annual fee.
