Questions and Concerns about Medical Cannabis Act (Madsen)  SB 73 (Whole plant and contains THC)    
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Effects on City Governments
Cities can’t prohibit it locally
Cities must allow dispensaries and production facilities in commercial and other zones

Physicians are excused from any Civil or Criminal liability for recommending marijuana

Licencing fees of Production Facility is $25,000

This law may limit a police officer’s ability to identify illegal users

Are some of the disorders that qualify not serious enough to qualify, too broadly defined or have too lenient criteria for qualification?  

Some employers including schools, cannot discriminate against employees being on medical marijuana (teachers can be on medical marijuana and have extra protection against discrimination)

Dose administered or recommended is not defined or considered.  

The maximum amount of whole plant marijuana dispensed to the patient is the only dose related issue that is defined, but amount the patient actually should use is not addressed but only presumed to be up to the doctor.  The doctor’s role or lack of role in this is not mentioned.  (There is medical evidence of dose related health problems such as cyclic vomiting syndrome occurring currently in our community).  Because the user is issued raw plant material and the dose received is not measurable by the patient, does this represent shoddy health care delivery of a drug?

Can a parent’s health relating to the need to use medical marijuana an admissible issue in deciding custody of children in divorce proceedings? 

What is the meaning of the driving laws (under the influence) as stated below?  Are there blood level or breath levels specified?  How is “any measurable amount” to be determined ?
