(i) The division shall mail a holder of a license, certification, or registration notice of its
expiration to the last address stated on the division's records as the holder's current
address.

(i) To be mailed a notice under this Subsection (3)(b), a holder of a license, certification, or
registration shall provide to the division in writing the holder's current address.

(iif) A holder's license, certification, or registration expires if not renewed by the holder
notwithstanding whether the holder receives a notice of its expiration by the division under
this Subsection (3)(b).
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
