SR3-2-405 Consent calendar.

(1) A standing committee may recommend that legislation in its possession be placed on the
consent calendar if:

(a) the committee approves a motion, by a unanimous vote, to send the legislation to the second
reading calendar;

(b) immediately subsequent to that action, the chief sponsor requests that the legislation be
placed on the consent calendar; and
(c) in a separate motion and vote, the committee unanimously approves the sponsor's request to
place the legislation on the consent calendar instead of the second reading calendar.
(2) If, in accordance with SR3-1-102, the Senate Rules Committee forwards a summary report
from the Occupational and Professional Licensure Review Committee in conjunction with
legislation referred to a standing committee, the chair shall ensure that the summary report is

read orally to the committee before action is taken by the committee on the legislation that is
related to the summary report.
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
