Committee Co-Chair Steele called the meeting to order at 1:45 p.m.

1. Approval of Minutes

MOTION: Sen. Howell moved to approve the minutes of Friday, February 26, 1999.

The motion passed unanimously with Sens. Beattie, Blackham, Davis and Dmitrich

absent at the time of voting.

2. Final Budget | ssues

MOTION: Co-Chair Alexander moved to approve the following intent language in

Commerce and Economic Devel opment:
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It isthe intent of the Legislature that funding to meet the requirements of UCA 9-2-
1703(2)(E)(d) be considered as an FY 2000 supplemental recommendation in the 2000
Genera Session of the Legislature. The Department of Community and Economic
Development should request this funding as part of the budget recommendations to the
Governor’s Office of Planning and Budget for FY 2000 and FY 2001 Supplemental
Funding.

The motion passed unanimously with Sens. Beattie and Julander absent at the time of
voting.

MOTION: Co-Chair Alexander moved to approve the following intent language in the
Department of Human Services:

It isthe intent of the Legislature that the appropriation for the Department of Human
Servicesfor FY 2000 be asingle lineitem of appropriation with the divisionsin the
department shown as programs. This does not include the Division of Y outh Corrections
which will still be a separate line item.

John Massey, Fiscal Analyst, spoke about line item flexibility and Rep. Ure spoke against the
motion.

The Chair ruled that the motion failed with Sen. Steele and Rep. Arent voting for and
Sens. Beattie, Blackham, Davis, Dmitrich, Hillyard, Howell and Mansell and Reps.
Alexander, Becker, Curtis, Garn, Jones, King, Stephens, and Ure voting against. Sen.
Julander was absent at the time of voting.

MOTION: Co-Chair Alexander moved to approve the following intent language for the
Attorney General’ s Office - Lisa P. Settlement:

It isthe intent of the Legidlature that the Division of Services for People with Disabilities,
through the Attorney General’s Office, seek dismissal of the Lisa P. Settlement agreement
at the earliest possible date as provided for in Item 44 of the agreement. The Division
shall provide an update on the status of the Lisa P. Settlement agreement in the July1999
meeting of the Health and Human Service Interim Committee and in the 2000 Health and
Human Services Appropriations Subcommittee.

Robin Arnold-Williams, Executive Director, Attorney General’ s Office, responded to questions
of Sen. Hillyard and Rep. Arent.

The motion passed unanimously with Sens. Howell and Julander absent at the time of
voting.
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MOTION: Co-Chair Alexander moved to approve the following intent language on Pelt
Litigation-Attorney General:

It isthe intent of the Legidature that the Attorney General pay all discovery costs,
including records retrieval costs, records storage costs, and record interpretation costs, for
litigation, including the Pelt litigation, from the Attorney Genera’sbudget. Itisthe
intent of the Legislature that each state agency that incurs costs in complying with
discovery requests for litigation, including Pelt litigation, may obtain full reimbursement
from the Attorney General for those costs.

John Massey, Fiscal Analyst, Lynn Koga. Governor’s Planning and Budget Office, and Kevin
Walthers, Fiscal Analyst, responded to questions of the Committee.

The motion passed unanimously with Sen. Howell absent at the time of voting.

MOTION: Co-Chair Alexander moved to approve the following intent language on
UTA Funding:

It isthe intent of the Legislature that the West/East light rail line be built at an estimated
cost of $480 million, with federal appropriations pursuant to $640 million authorized in
the Transportation Equity Act of the 21st Century (Public Law 105-178). It isfurther the
intent that UTA will commit its fare box revenue from operation of the West/East line to
offset operating costs associated with that line. It isaso theintent of the legislature that
local governments benefitting from the project participate in the operating costs to the
degree at which they receive an economic benefit. It istheintent of the Legislature that
by or during the 2001 Annual General session, operating funds be provided by the
Legidlature from state revenue and state authorizations for local revenues for operation of
the West/East light rail line in an amount not to exceed $5 million per year for a
maximum of ten years.

Reps. Garn and Jones expressed concerns. Lynn Koga, GOPB, commented.

SUBSTITUTE MOTION: Sen. Dmitrich moved to delete “ state revenue and” in the
third line from the bottom of the motion.

Sen. Beattie spoke against the substitute motion. Sen. Dmitrich withdrew the substitute motion.
SUBSTITUTE MOTION: Rep. Garn moved that the committee move on to the next

item of intent language to allow time for staff to address the concerns of the membersin
the intent language for UTA.
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Co-Chair Steele appointed Sens. Dmitrich and Beattie and Reps. Garn and Becker to meet with
staff to prepare thisintent language. Rep. Becker declared a conflict of interest.

The motion passed unanimously.

MOTION: Co-Chair Alexander moved to approve the following intent language on
Performance Based Budgeting:

It isthe intent of the Legidlature that the Office of the Legidlative Fiscal Anayst develop
a performance based budget for adivision or divisions within the Department of Human
Services during the 1999 interim. This agency review fulfills the provisions of Utah
Code Annotated Section 36-17-3. Thefinal report will be presented to both the Process
Committee and the Executive Appropriations Committee during October, 1999.

The motion passed unanimously.

MOTION: Co-Chair Alexander moved to approve the following intent language for the
State Office of Education:

It isthe intent of the Legidlature that the State Office of Education provide through
interdepartmental transfers appropriate funds, as appropriated for FY 2000 for Market
Comparability Adjustments, to other agencies under the supervision and control of the
State Board of Education.

The motion passed unanimously.

MOTION: Co-Chair Alexander moved to approve the following intent language for the
Utah National Guard:

It isthe intent of the Legislature that the Utah National Guard use proceeds from the sale
of property on Sunnyside Avenue in Salt Lake City to plan, design, and construct a
replacement facility under the direction of the director of the Division of Facilities
Construction and Management unless supervisory authority has been delegated.

Lt. Col. Peter Wilson, Utah Army National Guard, responded to questions from Reps. Arent and
Ure and Sen. Howell about the special need for thisintent language.

The motion passed unanimously with Sens. Besttie, Blackham, and Dmitrich absent at
the time of voting.

MOTION: Rep. Stephens moved to approve the following appropriation and intent
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language for Y outh Corrections:

To Y outh Corrections-Services

From Transfers-UCCJ $2,000,000
Schedule of Programs:
Y outh Corrections-Services $2,000,000

It isthe intent of the Legislature that the priority use of these federal funds be for out-of-
state placements of juveniles.

The motion passed unanimously with Sens. Beattie, Blackham, Davis, and Dmitrich
absent at the time of voting.

MOTION: Rep. Ure moved to approve the following intent language for the Board of
Regents for Higher Education:

It isthe intent of the Legislature that the Board of Regents study if the formation of a
single system risk pool for health insurance purposes for Higher Education will lead to
reduced premium costs.

The motion passed unanimously with Sens. Beattie, Blackham, Davis, and Dmitrich and
Rep. Stephens absent at the time of voting.

MOTION: Sen. Howell moved to approve the same following intent language for the
State Board of Education for K-12:

It isthe intent of the Legislature that the State Board of Education study if the formation
of asingle system risk pool for health insurance purposes for K-12 will lead to reduced
premium costs.

The motion passed with Sens. Hillyard, Howell, Julander, and Mansell and Reps. Arent,
Becker, Curtis, Jones, King, and Ure voting for and Sen. Steele and Reps. Alexander and
Garn voting against. Sens. Beattie, Blackham, Davis, and Dmitrich and Rep. Stephens
were absent at the time of voting.

MOTION: Rep. Ure moved to approve the following intent language for the Fort
Douglas Military Museum:

It isthe intent of the Legislature that, if the Utah National Guard sellsits Sunnyside
property, that $300,000 of sale proceeds will be expended to upgrade the Fort Douglas
Military Museum.
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Lt. Col. Peter Wilson said that this language would jepardize the sale of the property and he
spoke against the language.

The motion failed in the Senate with Sens. Howell, Hillyard, Julander, and Steele voting
against and Sen. Mansell voting for and Sens. Beattie, Blackham, Dmitrich, and Davis
absent at the time of voting. Reps. Arent, Becker, Curtis, Jones, King, and Ure voted for
and Reps. Alexander and Garn voted against. Rep. Stephens was absent at the time of
voting. Co-Chair Steele ruled that the motion had failed.

3. Other Committee Business

MOTION: Co-Chair Alexander moved to adjourn.

The motion passed unanimously with Sens. Beattie, Blackham, Davis, and Dmitrich and
Rep. Stephens absent at the time of voting.

The meeting adjourned at 2:28 p.m.
