The meeting was called to order by Rep. Hogue, Chair, at 8:08 a.m.

Motion: Rep. Cox moved to approve the minutes of February 15, 2001. The motion passed
unanimously with a vote of8-0-3, with Reps. Clark, Cox, Fife, Hogue, Murray, Peterson,
Shurtliff and Young voting yes, and Reps. Allen, Becker and Ure absent for the vote.

S.B. 158 Manufactured Housing Development Equal Treatment (D.C. Buttars)

Senator Buttars introduced the bill.

Rep. Fife declared a conflict of interest.

Motion: Rep. Shurtliff moved that the committee report a favorable recommendation on S.B. 158.
The motion passed unanimously with a vote of10-0-1, with Reps. Allen, Clark, Cox, Fife,
Hogue, Murray, Peterson, Shurtliff, Ure and Young voting yes, and Rep. Becker absent for
the vote.

Rep. Hogue, relinquished the chair to Rep. Cox, Vice-Chair.
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1st Sub. H.B. 377 Salvage Vehicle Amendments(D. Hogue)

Rep. Hogue introduced the bill.

4. Page 6, Lines 162 - 164:Delete lines 162 through 164

5. Page 6, Line 168: Before "cost of repairing" insert "estimated" and after "repairing the
vehicle" delete "for safe operation on a highway"

Substitute Motion: Rep. Young moved that the committee report a favorable recommendation on
1st Sub.H.B. 377. The substitute motion failed with a vote of3-7-1, with Reps.
Fife, Hogue and Young voting yes, Reps. Allen, Clark, Cox, Murray, Peterson,
Shurtliff and Ure voting no, and Rep. Becker absent for the vote.

The motion to move to the next item on the agenda passed unanimously with a vote of10-0-1, with
Reps. Allen, Clark, Cox, Fife, Hogue, Murray, Peterson, Shurtliff, Ure and Young voting yes, and Rep.
Becker absent for the vote.

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H.B. 315 Olympic Public Safety and Transportation Routes (D. Ure)

Rep. Ure introduced the bill.

Motion: Rep. Cox moved that the committee report a favorable recommendation on H.B. 315. The
motion passed unanimously with a vote of10-0-1, with Reps. Allen, Clark, Cox, Fife, Hogue,
Murray, Peterson, Shurtliff, Ure and Young voting yes, and Rep. Becker absent for the vote.

H.B. 384 Utah Olympic Law Enforcement Commander Amendments (D. Ure)

Rep. Ure introduced the bill.

The
motion passed unanimously with a vote of10-0-1, with Reps. Allen, Clark, Cox, Fife, Hogue,
Murray, Peterson, Shurtliff, Ure and Young voting yes, and Rep. Becker absent for the vote.

H.B. 316 Procurement Amendments for Equipment Used During the Olympics(D. Ure)
