This act amends the Human Services Code and the Judicial Code. The act adds definitions
of varioustermsused in the Management I nformation System and Licensing Information
System provisions. Theact reorganizes and clarifies statutes gover ning the Division of Child
and Family Services Management | nformation System. The act providesthat when the
divison makes a supported finding of certain types of severe child abuse or neglect that
findingisreferred to juvenile court or a noticeis personally served upon the alleged
perpetrator. Theact providesthat in certain circumstancesthe alleged per petrator hasthe
right to either consent to entry of the alleged perpetrator's name on the Licensing
Infor mation System or to petition for a hearing before a juvenile court judge. The act
providesthat thejuvenile court will make a finding of substantiated, unsubstantiated, or
without merit and provide a copy of itsdetermination to thedivision. Theact providesthat
the division remove information from the Licensing Infor mation System after a juvenile
court makesafinding. Theact clarifiestheright of judicial review of final agency action.
The act provides an opportunity for certain personsto petition the juvenile court to remove
their names from the Licensing Information System. The act providesthat certain juvenile
court records and related appellate court records are accessible for licensing purposes. The
act clarifiesthat information contained in the Management I nfor mation System and
Licensing Information System isa protected record. Theact expandsthejurisdiction of the
juvenile court. The act makestechnical changes.

The
individual or licensee isresponsible for the cost of the fingerprinting and national criminal history
check.
