This bill amends the Nurse Practice Act to certify licensed practical nurses who have
additional training in long-term care nursing as geriatric care managers and to repeal
provisionsin the Nurse Practice Act related to health care assistants.

Section 1. Section 58-31b-102 is amended to read:

58-31b-102. Definitions.

In addition to the definitions in Section 58-1-102, as used in this chapter:

(1) "Administrative penalty" means a monetary fine imposed by the division for acts or
omissions determined to constitute unprofessional or unlawful conduct in accordance with a
fine schedul e established by rule and as aresult of an adjudicative proceeding conducted in
accordance with Title 63, Chapter 46b, Administrative Procedures Act.

(2) "Applicant" means a person who applies for licensure or registration under this
chapter by submitting a completed application for licensure or registration and the required fees
to the department.

(3) "Approved education program” means a nursing education program that meets the
minimum standards for educational programs established under this chapter and by division
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rule in collaboration with the board.

(4) "Board" meansthe Board of Nursing created in Section 58-31b-201.

(5) "Consultation and referral plan™ means awritten plan jointly developed by an
advanced practice registered nurse and a consulting physician that permits the advanced
practice registered nurse to prescribe schedule 11-111 controlled substances in consultation with
the consulting physician.

(6) "Consulting physician" means a physician and surgeon or osteopathic physician and
surgeon licensed in accordance with this title who has agreed to consult with an advanced
practice registered nurse with a controlled substance license, a DEA registration number, and
who will be prescribing schedule 11-111 controlled substances.

(7) "Diagnosis' means the identification of and discrimination between physical and
psychosocial signs and symptoms essential to the effective execution and management of
health care.

(8) "Examinee" means a person who appliesto take or does take any examination

required under this chapter for licensure.

(9) "Geriatric care manager" means alicensed practical nurse who has had additiona

training in long-term care nursing and holds a current, valid certificate of completion from a

training course approved by the division in collaboration with the board, and is certified by the

division asaLicensed Practical Nurse - Geriatric Care Manager.
(10) "Licensee" means aperson who is licensed or [registered] certified under this
chapter.

(11) "Long-term care facility” means any of the following facilities licensed by the

Department of Health pursuant to Title 26, Chapter 21, Health Care Facility Licensing and
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90 Inspection Act:

91 (a) anursing care facility;

92 (b) asmall hedlth care facility;

93 (c) anintermediate care facility for the mentally retarded; or

% (d) an assisted living facility Typel or Il.

95 (12) "Practice of geriatric care management":

96 (a) meansalicensed practical nurse with specialized knowledge of geriatric and

97 chronicdly ill patients residing in along-term care facility as provided in Subsection
98 58-31b-302(2); and

99 (b) includes an expanded scope of practice which may include:
100 (i) _implementing a plan of care;
101 (ii) completing an assessment and evaluation of response to treatment; and
102 (iii) other tasks and skills as defined by division rule.
103 [(12)] (13) "Practice of nursing" means assisting individuals or groups to maintain or

104  attain optimal health, implementing a strategy of care to accomplish defined goals and

105 evauating responses to care and treatment. The practice of nursing requires substantial

106  specialized or genera knowledge, judgment, and skill based upon principles of the biological,
107  physical, behavioral, and socia sciences, and includes:

108 (a) initiating and maintaining comfort measures;

109 (b) promoting and supporting human functions and responses;

110 (c) establishing an environment conducive to well-being;

111 (d) providing health counseling and teaching;

112 (e) collaborating with health care professionals on aspects of the health care regimen;
113 (f) performing delegated procedures only within the education, knowledge, judgment,

114  and skill of the licensee; and

115 (g) delegating nurse interventions that may be performed by others and are not in

116  conflict with this chapter.

117 [€13)] (14) (a) "Practice of nurse anesthesia’ means the practice of nursing related to
118 the provision of preoperative, intraoperative, and postoperative anesthesia care and related
119  services upon the request of a physician, surgeon, or other licensed professional, who is acting
120  within the scope of their practice, by a person licensed under this chapter as a certified
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registered nurse anesthetist and includes:

(i) preanesthesia preparation and evaluation including:

(A) performing a preanesthetic assessment of the patient;

(B) ordering and evaluating appropriate lab and other studies to determine the health of
the patient; and

(C) selecting, ordering, or administering appropriate medications;

(if) anesthesiainduction, maintenance, and emergence, including:

(A) selecting and initiating the planned anesthetic technique;

(B) selecting and administering anesthetics and adjunct drugs and fluids; and

(C) administering general, regional, and local anesthesia;

(iii) postanesthesiafollow-up care, including:

(A) evauating the patient's response to anesthesia and implementing corrective
actions; and

(B) selecting, ordering, or administering the above medications and studies; and

(iv) other related services within the scope of practice of a certified registered nurse
anesthetist, including:

(A) emergency airway management;

(B) advanced cardiac life support; and

(C) the establishment of peripheral, central, and arterial invasive lines.

(b) Nothing in this section shall be construed as to require a certified registered nurse
anesthetist to obtain an advance practice registered nurse license in order to select, administer,
or provide preoperative, intraoperative, or postoperative anesthesia care and services.

[(34)] (15) "Practice of practical nursing" means the performance of nursing actsin the
generally recognized scope of practice of licensed practical nurses as defined by rule and as
provided in this Subsection [{34)] (15) by a person licensed under this chapter as a licensed
practical nurse and under the direction of aregistered nurse, licensed physician, or other
specified health care professional as defined by rule. Practical nursing acts include:

(a) contributing to the assessment of the health status of individuals and groups;

(b) participating in the development and modification of the strategy of care;

(c) implementing appropriate aspects of the strategy of care;

(d) maintaining safe and effective nursing care rendered to a patient directly or
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indirectly; and

(e) participating in the evaluation of responses to interventions.

[€15)] (16) "Practice of registered nursing” means performing acts of nursing as
provided in this Subsection [{15)] (16) by a person licensed under this chapter as aregistered
nurse within the generally recognized scope of practice of registered nurses as defined by rule.
Registered nursing acts include:

(a) assessing the health status of individuals and groups,

(b) identifying health care needs,

(c) establishing goals to meet identified health care needs,

(d) planning astrategy of care;

(e) prescribing nursing interventions to implement the strategy of care;

(f) implementing the strategy of care;

(g) maintaining safe and effective nursing care that is rendered to a patient directly or
indirectly;

(h) evaluating responses to interventions,

(i) teaching the theory and practice of nursing; and

(1) managing and supervising the practice of nursing.

[€16)] (17) "Practice of advanced practice registered nursing” means the practice of
nursing within the generally recognized scope and standards of advanced practice registered
nursing as defined by rule and consistent with professionally recognized preparation and
education standards of an advanced practice registered nurse by a person licensed under this
chapter as an advanced practice registered nurse. Advanced practice registered nursing
includes:

(&) maintenance and promotion of health and prevention of disease;

(b) diagnosis, treatment, correction, consultation, and referral for common health
problems; and

(c) prescription or administration of prescription drugs or devices including:

(i) local anesthesia;

(i1) schedule IV-V controlled substances; and

(iii) schedule I1-111 controlled substances in accordance with a consultation and referral
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(18) "Unlawful conduct” is as defined in Sections 58-1-501 and 58-31b-501.
(19) "Unlicensed assistive personnel™ means any unlicensed person, regardless of title,

to whom tasks are delegated by alicensed nurse as permitted by rule and in accordance with
the standards of the profession.

(20) "Unprofessional conduct” is as defined in Sections 58-1-501 and 58-31b-502 and
as may be further defined by rule.

Section 2. Section 58-31b-201 is amended to read:

58-31b-201. Board.

(1) Thereiscreated the Board of Nursing that consists of the following eleven
members:

() [erght] nine nursesin a manner as may be further defined in division rule; and

[€e)] (b) two members of the public.

(2) The board shall be appointed and serve in accordance with Section 58-1-201.

(3) The board shall carry out the duties and responsibilities in Sections 58-1-202 and
58-1-203 and shall:

(@) (i) recommend to the division minimum standards for educationa programs
qualifying a person for licensure or certification under this chapter;

(it) recommend to the division denial, approval, or withdrawal of approval regarding
educational programs that meet or fail to meet the established minimum standards; and

of the Board of Nursing. Except when the board serves as a presiding officer in an adjudicative
procedure, the executive administrator shall serve as an ex officio member of the board and
shall represent the position of the division in matters considered by the board.

(b) The executive administrator shall be alicensed registered nurse, shall have earned a
masters degree in nursing, and shall have a minimum of five years of experience working in
nursing administration or nursing education.

Pilot Program to determine the safety and efficiency of expanding the scope of practice for a

licensed practical nurse who meets the requirements of Subsection 38-31b-302(2).

(b) The pilot program shall begin on July 1, 2004 and sunset in accordance with
Section 63-55b-158.

(c) If the L egislature does not reauthorize the expanded scope of practice for geriatric
care managers after the sunset date in Subsection 58-31b-302(2), an individual licensed and
certified in good standing as a geriatric care manager may continue to practice as a licensed

(@) friends, family members, foster parents, or legal guardians of a patient performing
gratuitous nursing care for the patient;

(c) persons engaged in the practice of religious tenets of a church or religious
denomination; and

(d) after July 1, 2000, a person licensed to practice nursing by ajurisdiction that has
joined the Nurse Licensure Compact to the extent permitted by Section 58-31c-102.

58-31b-401. Groundsfor denial of licensureor certification and disciplinary

proceedings.

(1) Groundsfor refusal to issue alicense to an applicant, for refusal to renew the
license of alicensee, to revoke, suspend, restrict, or place on probation the license of alicensee,
to issue a public or private reprimand to alicensee, and to issue cease and desist orders shall be
in accordance with Section 58-1-401.

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(2) If acourt of competent jurisdiction determines a nurse [erheatth-care-asststant] is
an incapacitated person as defined in Section 75-1-201 or that he is mentally ill as defined in
Section 62A-15-602, and unable to safely engage in the practice of nursing [erthepractice-of-a
heatth-eare-asststant], the director shall immediately suspend the license of the nurse or health
care assistant upon the entry of the judgment of the court, without further proceedings under
Title 63, Chapter 46b, Administrative Procedures Act, regardless of whether an appeal from the
court'sruling is pending. The director shall promptly notify the nurse [erheatth-care-asststant]
inwriting, of the suspension.

(3) (@) If thedivision and the majority of the board find reasonable cause to believe a
nurse [er-heatth-eare-asststant], who is not determined judicially to be an incapacitated person
or to be mentally ill, isincapable of practicing nursing [erthepractice-of-aheatthcare
asststant] with reasonable skill regarding the safety of patients, because of illness, excessive
use of drugs or alcohoal, or as aresult of any mental or physical condition, the board shall
recommend that the director file a petition with the division, and cause the petition to be served
upon the nurse [er-heatth-care-asststant] with anotice of hearing on the sole issue of the
capacity of the nurse [erheath-care-asststant] to competently, safely engage in the practice of
nursing [erthepractice-of-ahealth-care-asststant] .

(b) The hearing shall be conducted under Section 58-1-109 and Title 63, Chapter 46b,
Administrative Procedures Act, except as provided in Subsection (4).

(4) (8) Every nurse [er-healtheare-asststant] who accepts the privilege of being
licensed under this chapter gives consent to:

(i) submitting to an immediate mental or physical examination, at the nurse's [er-health
care-asststant's| expense and by a division-approved practitioner selected by the nurse [ef
heatth-eare-asststant], when directed in writing by the division and a majority of the board to do
so; and

(ii) the admissibility of the reports of the examining practitioner's testimony or
examination, and waives all objections on the ground the reports constitute a privileged
communication.

(b) The examination may be ordered by the division, with the consent of a mgjority of
the board, only upon afinding of reasonable cause to believe:

(i) the nurse [erheathcare-asststant] ismentaly ill or incapacitated or otherwise
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unable to practice nursing [er-health-care-asststanee] with reasonable skill and safety; and

(if) immediate action by the division and the board is necessary to prevent harm to the
nurse's [erheatth-care-asststant's| patients or the general public.
