General Description:

Thisbill amends H.B. 3, 2004 Supplemental Appropriations Act I1, to redirect certain
funds to Department of Corrections inmate housing projects and to direct certain
General Fund one-time monies to construction of an inmate training center.
Highlighted Provisions:

Thisbill:

» requiresthat up to $1.5 million in federa VOI/TIS Funds be alocated to the
Department of Correctionsfor capital improvements;

» if Federal VOI/TIS funds may not be used, requires that up to $1.5 million in Capital
Improvement Funds be allocated to the Department of Corrections for capital
improvements; and

» directsthat $1.54 million in one-time General Fund monies be used to construct an
inmate training center for the Wasatch and Oquirrh facilities of the Department of
Corrections.

Be it enacted by the Legidature of the state of Utah:
Section 1. General provisions.

Under the terms and conditions of Section 63-38-3, the following sums of money

are appropriated from resources not otherwise appropriated, or reduced from amounts previously

appropriated, out of the funds or fund accounts indicated for the use and support of the

government of the State of Utah for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2004 and ending June 30,

2005.

It is the intent of the Legidature that the $1.54 million from Genera Fund One-time

monies be used to construct an inmate training center for the Department of Corrections Wasatch

and Oquirrh facilities.
Section 4. Effective date.
If approved by two-thirds of all the members elected to each house, this bill takes effect

upon approval by the governor, or the day following the constitutional time limit of Utah

Constitution Article VI, Section 8, without the governor's signature, or in the case of aveto, the

date of veto override.
