1. H.B.54 CRIMINAL APPEAL AMENDMENTS (Rep. S. Wyatt)
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Sen. Wyatt presented the bill to the committee

Fred Voros, Attorney General's Office and Ed Meier, UACDL, spoke to the bill.

MOTION: Sen. Thomas moved to pass H. B. 54 out of committee with a favorable
recommendation.

The motion passed unanimously with Sen. Bell absent for the vote.

2. H.B.55 DRUG OFFENSE PENALTY ENHANCEMENTS (Rep. B. Dee)

Rep. Dee presented the bill to the committee.
MOTION: Sen. Thomas moved to amend H.B. 55 as follows:

3. S.B. 71 SECURITY PERSONNEL LICENSING AMENDMENTS (Sen. G. Davis)

Sen. Davis presented the bill to the committee.

Kevin Bruder, Centennial Management Association spoke to the bill. Robert Fisher,
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Security Guard, and Clyde Ormond, DOPL, spoke in opposition to the bill.
MOTION: Sen. Thomas moved to hold S.B. 71.

The motion passed unanimously with Sen. Dmitrich and Sen. Hillyard absent for the
vote.

4. S.B. 160 CHILD SUPPORT EXEMPTION FOR ADOPTIVE PARENTS OF
CERTAIN CHILDREN IN STATE CUSTODY (Sen. P. Hellewell)

S.B.160 was not considered.

MOTION: Sen. Thomas moved to adjourn.
