LONG TITLE
General Description:

This bill supplements or reduces appropriations previously provided for the use and
operation of state government for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2006 and ending June 30, 2007.
Highlighted Provisions:

This bill:

» provides appropriations for the use and support of certain state agencies;

» provides appropriations for the use and support of certain institutions of higher education;

» provides appropriations for other purposes as described;

» provides intent language;

» approves employment levels for internal service funds;

» approves capital acquisition amounts for internal service funds;

» authorizes rates and fees.

Monies Appropriated in this Bill:

This bill appropriates for fiscal year 2007:

»  $177,880,300 from the General Fund;

»  ($9,923,600) from the Uniform School Fund;

»  $34.099,200 from income tax revenue;

»  $186,888,900 from various sources as detailed in this bill.

Other Special Clauses:

This bill takes effect July 1, 2006.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the state of Utah:
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Section 1. Under the terms and conditions of Section 63-38-3, the following sums of money
