9 This bill modifies the Insurance Code and the Motor Vehicles Code by amending

10 provisions related to safety belts.

14 security requirement shall include a provision requiring a person covered under the

15 insurance policy to wear a safety belt;

16 < repeals the provision that failure to use a child restraint device or wear a safety belt

17 does not constitute contributory or comparative negligence and may not be

18 introduced as evidence in any civil litigation for certain purposes; and

19 < makes technical changes.

35 owner's or operator's security requirement of Section 41-12a-301 shall include:

36 (a)  motor vehicle liability coverage under Sections 31A-22-303 and 31A-22-304;

37 (b)  uninsured motorist coverage under Section 31A-22-305, unless affirmatively

39 (c)  underinsured motorist coverage under Section 31A-22-305, unless affirmatively

41 (d)  except as provided in Subsection (2) and subject to Subsection (3), personal injury

43 (e)  a requirement that a person covered under the insurance policy wear a safety belt as

45 (2)  A policy of insurance or combination of policies, purchased to satisfy the owner's

47 is not required to have personal injury protection under Sections 31A-22-306 through

49 (3) (a)  First party medical coverages may be offered or included in policies issued to

50 motorcycle, trailer, and semitrailer owners or operators.

51 (b)  Owners and operators of motorcycles, trailers, and semitrailers are not covered by

52 personal injury protection coverages in connection with injuries incurred while operating any
