General Description:

This bill modifies the State System of Education Code by amending charter school
provisions and establishing new public education programs.
Highlighted Provisions:

This bill:

» requires the State Board of Education to make rules governing charter school
expansion and satellite campuses;

» establishes the Critical Languages Program and authorizes a pilot program;

» provides an appropriation for charter school administrative costs, charter school
staff, and local replacement funding;

» provides an ongoing appropriation to the Charter School Building Subaccount
within the School Building Revolving Account, subject to a sunset date;

» modifies Charter School Building Subaccount governance and loan use provisions;

» establishes the English Language Learners Grant Program,;

» establishes the Instructional Technology Classroom Program;

» establishes the Instructional Technology Advisory Committee and provides its
membership, duties, and compensation;

» requires certain reports;

» provides a sunset date for the English Language Learners Grant Program;

» provides additional funding for charter schools; and
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» makes technical corrections.
Monies Appropriated in this Bill:
This bill appropriates:
» as an ongoing appropriation subject to future budget constraints, $68,932,580 from
the Uniform School Fund for fiscal year 2007-08 to the State Board of Education;
and
» for fiscal year 2007-08 only, $50,000,000 from the Uniform School Fund to the
State Board of Education.
Other Special Clauses:

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the state of Utah:

Section 1. Section S3A-1a-508 is amended to read:

53A-1a-508. Content of a charter -- Modification of charter.

(1) The major issues involving the operation of a charter school shall be considered in
advance by the applicant for a charter school and written into the school's charter.

(2) The governing body of the charter school and the chartering entity shall sign the
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charter.

(3) The charter shall include:

(a) the age or grade levels to be served by the school;

(b) the projected maximum number of students to be enrolled in the school and the
projected enrollment in each of the first three years of operations;

(c) the governance structure of the school;

(d) the financial plan for the school and the provisions which will be made for auditing
the school under Subsection 53A-1a-507(4);

(e) the mission and education goals of the school, the curriculum offered, and the
methods of assessing whether students are meeting educational goals, to include at a minimum
participation in the Utah Performance Assessment System for Students under Chapter 1, Part 6,
Achievement Tests;

(f) admission and dismissal procedures, including suspension procedures;

(g) procedures to review complaints of parents regarding the operation of the school;

(h) the opportunity for parental involvement at the school;

(i) how the school will provide adequate liability and other appropriate insurance for
the school, its governing body, and its employees;

(j) the proposed school calendar, including the length of the school day and school
year;

(k) whether any agreements have been entered into or plans developed with school
districts regarding participation of charter school students in extracurricular activities within
the school districts;

(1) the district within which the school will be located and the address of the school's
physical facility, if known at the time the charter is signed;

(m) the qualifications to be required of the teachers;

(n) in the case of an existing public school converting to charter status, alternative
arrangements for current students who choose not to attend the charter school and for current
teachers who choose not to teach at the school after its conversion to charter status;

(o) the school's intention to create a library;

(p) adescription of school administrative and supervisory services;

(q) fiscal procedures to be used by the school; and
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(r) the school's policies and procedures regarding:

(i) employee evaluation; and

(i) employment of relatives.

(4) A charter may be modified by mutual agreement of the board and the governing
body of the school.

(5) In accordance with Title 63, Chapter 46a, Utah Administrative Rulemaking Act, the

State Board of Education shall make rules that establish the:

(a) procedures and deadlines for approved charter schools to apply and qualify for

expansion, including the establishment of satellite campuses: and

(b) requirements that, if satisfied by an approved charter school, shall result in approval

of the charter school's proposed expansion or satellite campus establishment, including that the

charter school has:

(1) _satisfied all requirements under this part and board rules for charter schools;

(i1) demonstrated financial stability;

(ii1) provided notification to the school district of the expansion in the same manner as

required under Section 53A-1a-505;

iv) provided information on how the school can accommodate expansion within the

existing charter school facilities or what additional facilities are required and how they will be

completed by the proposed date of expansion;

(v) revised its budget and financial plan to include the proposed expansion or satellite

campus;

(vi) provided detailed information required by the board if the proposal involves

additional grades:

(vii) provided information about the facilities and governance of the satellite campus;

and

(viii) provided all other documents required by the board.

Section 2. Section 53A-1a-513 is amended to read:

53A-1a-513. Funding for charter schools.

(1) (a) Charter schools shall receive funding as described in this section, except
Subsections (2) through (7) do not apply to charter schools described in Subsection (1)(b).

(b) Charter schools authorized by local school boards that are converted from district
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schools or operate in district facilities without paying reasonable rent shall receive funding as
prescribed in Section 53A-1a-515.

(2) (a) Except as provided in Subsection (2)(b), a charter school shall receive state
funds, as applicable, on the same basis as a school district receives funds.

(b) In distributing funds under Title 53A, Chapter 17a, Minimum School Program Act,
to charter schools, charter school pupils shall be weighted, where applicable, as follows:

(1) .55 for kindergarten pupils;

(i1) .9 for pupils in grades 1-6;

(111) .99 for pupils in grades 7-8; and

(iv) 1.2 for pupils in grades 9-12.

(c) The State Board of Education shall make rules in accordance with Title 63, Chapter
46a, Utah Administrative Rulemaking Act, to administer Subsection (2)(b), including hold
harmless provisions to maintain a charter elementary school's funding level for a period of two
years after the effective date of the distribution formula.

(d) Subsection (2)(b) does not apply to funds appropriated to charter schools to replace
local property tax revenues.

(3) The State Board of Education shall adopt rules to provide for the distribution of
monies to charter schools under this section.

(4) (a) The Legislature shall provide an appropriation for charter schools for each of
their students to replace some of the local property tax revenues and state support of local

property tax revenues under Sections 53A-17a-133, 53A-17a-134, and 53A-21-105 that are not

available to charter schools. The amount of money provided for each charter school student
shall be determined [by] as follows:

(1) calculate the sum of the school districts':

(b) Of the monies provided to a charter school under Subsection (4)(a), 10% shall be
expended for funding school facilities only.

(c) To qualify for money under Subsection (4)(a), a new charter school shall, by
September 30 of the school year prior to the school year it intends to begin operations:

(1) obtain approval of its application for a charter from:

(A) the State Board of Education, pursuant to Section 53A-1a-505; or

(B) alocal school board, pursuant to Section 53A-1a-515; and

(i1) submit to the chartering entity an estimate of the charter school's first year

enrollment.

(5) Charter schools are eligible to receive federal funds if they meet all applicable
federal requirements and comply with relevant federal regulations.

(6) The State Board of Education shall distribute funds for charter school students

Program and may expand the program to include more course offerings and other critical
languages, subject to student demand for the courses and available resources.

As an ongoing appropriation subject to future budget constraints, there is appropriated
from the Uniform School Fund for fiscal year 2007-08. $227.000 to the State Board of
Education to fund additional FTEs under the direction of the staff director for the State Charter

494 Section 14. One-time Appropriation for the Instructional Technology Classroom
495  Program -- Pilot.
496 (1) There is appropriated $50,000,000 from the Uniform School Fund for fiscal year

497  2007-08 only to the State Board of Education to fund the Instructional Technology Classroom
498  Program created in Section 53A-17a-154.
499 (2) It is the intent of the Legislature that the State Board of Education:

500 (a)_shall use $3.000,000 of the appropriation under Subsection (1) to contract to

501 implement a system provided and developed by the private sector to gather student

502  achievement data from multiple sources and then manage and disseminate the data for use by
503 school administrators, educators, and others; and

504 (b) may use some of the appropriation described under Subsection (2)(a) to establish a

505  pilot program to manage and support the system described under Subsection (2)(a) for use by

506 all school districts and charter schools.
507 Section 15. Effective date.
