The Natural Resources, Agriculture, and Environment Committee reports a favorable
recommendation on S.B. 76, STATE PARKS AND RECREATION AMENDMENTS, by

Senator B. Goodfellow, with the following amendments:

1. Page 4, Lines 93 through 100:

93 (1) (@) A [$2] fee set by the board in accordance with Section 63-38-3.2 shall be
added

94  to the registration fee required to register an off-highway vehicle under Section 41-22-8 to
help

95  fund the off-highway vehicle safety and education program.

96 (b) The division may also collect a fee [nottoexceed-$16] set by the board in

97  accordance with Section 63-38-3.2 from each person who;

98 (1) receives the training and takes the knowledge and skills test[;orafeenotto
exceed

99  $5fromreachpersonrwho] for off-highway vehicle use; or

100 (ii) takes the knowledge and skills test for off-highway vehicle use.

(c) If the board modifies the fee under Subsection (1)(a), the modification shall

take effect on the first day of the calendar quarter after 90 days from the day on
which the board provides the State Tax Commission:
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(i) notice from the board stating that the board will modify the fee; and

(ii) a copy of the fee modification.
