33 disposal services may seek and sell or trade carbon credits on any market or
exchange for carbon credits.

Page 4, Lines 91 through 93:

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fertilizer as part of the waste and garbage collection and

93 disposal services may seek and sell or trade carbon credits on any market _or
exchange for carbon credits.
