(7) (a) If the lieutenant governor determines that the petition meets the requirements of
this section, and that the proposed name and emblem are distinguishable, the lieutenant
governor shall authorize the filing officer described in Subsection (3)(i)(iii) to organize the
prospective political party.

(b) If the lieutenant governor finds that the name, emblem, or both are not
distinguishable from the names and emblems of other registered political parties, the lieutenant
governor shall notify the filing officer that the filing officer has seven days to submit a new
name or emblem to the lieutenant governor.

(8) A registered political party may not change its name or emblem during the regular
general election cycle.

(9) (a) It is unlawful for any person to:

(i) knowingly sign a political party registration petition:

(A) with any name other than the person's own name;

(B) more than once for the same political party; or

(C) if the person is not registered to vote in this state and does not intend to become
registered to vote in this state before the petition is submitted to the lieutenant governor; or

(11) sign the verification of a political party registration petition signature sheet if the
person:

(A) does not meet the residency requirements of Section 20A-2-105;

(B) has not witnessed the signing by those persons whose names appear on the political

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(i1) at least 300 registered voters residing within a political division or at least 5% of
the registered voters residing within a political division, whichever is less, when the
nomination is for an office to be filled by the voters of any political division smaller than the
State.

(b) In reviewing the petition, the county clerk shall count and certify only those persons
who signed the petition with a holographic signature who:

(i) are registered voters within the political division that the candidate seeks to
represent; and

(11) did not sign any other certificate of nomination for that office.

(¢c) The candidate may supplement or amend the certificate of nomination at any time
on or before the filing deadline.
