(3) The division may contract with a person to establish and maintain a continuing
education registry to include:

(b) alist of courses that the division has approved for inclusion in the program of
approved continuing education; and

(c) alist of courses that:

(i) a contractor licensee has completed under the program of approved continuing
education; and

(i1) the licensee may access to monitor the licensee's compliance with the continuing
education requirement established under Subsection (1).

(4) The division may charge a fee, as established by the division under Section

63J-1-504, to administer the requirements of this section.
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
