Be it enacted by the Legislature of the state of Utah:

Section 1. Section 53A-15-202 is amended to read:

53A-15-202. Powers of the board.

The State Board of Education:

(1) shall establish minimum standards for career and technical education programs in
the public education system;

(2) may apply for, receive, administer, and distribute funds made available through
programs of federal and state governments to promote and aid career and technical education;

(3) shall cooperate with federal and state governments to administer programs which
promote and maintain career and technical education;

(4) shall cooperate with the Utah College of Applied Technology, Salt Lake
Community College's School of Applied Technology, Snow College, and [Utah-State
Yntverstty=-Collegeof EasternYtah| Utah State University Eastern to ensure that students in

the public education system have access to career and technical education at Utah College of

Applied Technology campuses, Salt Lake Community College's School of Applied
Technology, Snow College, and [Btah-State- Untversity=-College-of EasternUtah] Utah State

University Eastern;

(5) shall require that before a minor student may participate in clinical experiences as
part of a health care occupation program at a high school or other institution to which the
student has been referred, the student's parent or legal guardian has:

(a) been first given written notice through appropriate disclosure when registering and

prior to participation that the program contains a clinical experience segment in which the
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student will observe and perform specific health care procedures that may include personal
care, patient bathing, and bathroom assistance; and

(b) provided specific written consent for the student's participation in the program and
clinical experience; and

(6) shall, after consulting with school districts, charter schools, the Utah College of
Applied Technology, Salt Lake Community College's School of Applied Technology, Snow
College, and [Utahr-State Untversity-Coltege-of EasternYtah] Utah State University Eastern,

prepare and submit an annual report to the governor and to the Legislature's Education Interim

Committee by October 31 of each year detailing:

(a) how the career and technical education needs of secondary students are being met;
and

(b) what access secondary students have to programs offered:

(i) at applied technology colleges; and

(i1) within the regions served by Salt Lake Community College's School of Applied
Technology, Snow College, and [Btah-State-Untversity-College-of EasternUtah] Utah State

University Eastern.

Section 2. Section 53B-1-103 is amended to read:

53B-1-103. Establishment of State Board of Regents -- Powers and authority.

(1) There is established a State Board of Regents.

(2) (a) Except as provided in Subsection (2)(b), the board is vested with the control,
management, and supervision of the institutions of higher education designated in Section
53B-1-102 in a manner consistent with the policy and purpose of this title and the specific
powers and responsibilities granted to it.

(b) The board may only exercise powers relating to the Utah College of Applied
Technology and its college campuses that are specifically provided in this title.

(c) The board shall coordinate and support articulation agreements between the Utah
College of Applied Technology and other institutions of higher education.

(d) The board shall prepare and submit an annual report detailing its progress and
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recommendations on career and technical education issues to the governor and to the
Legislature's Education Interim Committee by October 31 of each year, which shall include
information detailing:

(i) how the career and technical education needs of secondary students are being met
by institutions of higher education other than the Utah College of Applied Technology,
including what access secondary students have to programs offered by Salt Lake Community

College's School of Applied Technology, Snow College, and [Btah-State University-Coltegeof
EasternYtah] Utah State University Eastern;

(i) how the emphasis on high demand, high wage, and high skill jobs in business and
industry is being provided;

(111) performance outcomes, including:

(A) entered employment;

(B) job retention; and

(C) earnings; and

(iv) student tuition and fees.

(e) Except for the Utah College of Applied Technology, the board may modify the
name of an institution under its control and management, as designated in Section 53B-1-102,
to reflect the role and general course of study of the institution.

(f) The board may not conduct a feasibility study or perform another act relating to
merging any of the following institutions with another institution of higher education:

(i) the Bridgerland Applied Technology College Campus;

(i1) the Ogden-Weber Applied Technology College Campus;

(ii1) the Davis Applied Technology College Campus;

(iv) the Tooele Applied Technology College Campus;

(v) the Mountainland Applied Technology College Campus;

(vi) the Uintah Basin Applied Technology College Campus;

(vii) the Southwest Applied Technology College Campus; and

(viii) the Dixie Applied Technology College Campus.
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(3) This section does not affect the power and authority vested in the State Board of
Education to apply for, accept, and manage federal appropriations for the establishment and
maintenance of career and technical education.

Section 3. Section 53B-2a-103 is amended to read:

53B-2a-103. Utah College of Applied Technology Board of Trustees --
Membership -- Terms -- Vacancies -- Oath -- Officers -- Quorum -- Committees --
Compensation.

(1) There is created the Utah College of Applied Technology Board of Trustees,
composed of the following members:

(a) one member of the State Board of Education appointed by the chair of the State
Board of Education, to serve as a nonvoting member;

(b) one member of the State Board of Regents appointed by the chair of the State
Board of Regents, to serve as a nonvoting member;

(c) one member representing business and industry employers from the campus board
of directors of each applied technology college campus appointed by a majority vote of the
business and industry employer members of the campus board;

(d) one member representing business and industry employers from the Snow College
career and technical education advisory committee appointed by a majority of the business and
industry members of the advisory committee;

(e) one member representing business and industry employers from the [Utah-State

Yntversity-College-of EasternUtah] Utah State University Eastern career and technical

education advisory committee appointed by a majority of the business and industry employer

members of the advisory committee;

(f) one member representing business and industry employers from the Salt Lake
Community College School of Applied Technology Board of Directors appointed by a majority
of the business and industry employer members of the board of directors;

(g) one business or industry employer representative appointed by the governor with

the consent of the Senate from nominations submitted by the speaker of the House of
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142 Representatives and president of the Senate;

143 (h) one representative of union craft, trade, or apprenticeship programs that prepare
144 workers for employment in career and technical education fields, appointed by the governor
145  with the consent of the Senate;

146 (i) one representative of non-union craft, trade, or apprenticeship programs that prepare
147  workers for employment in career and technical education fields, appointed by the governor
148  with the consent of the Senate;

149 (j) the commissioner of higher education; and

150 (k) the executive director of the Governor's Office of Economic Development or the
151  executive director's designee.

152 (2) (a) In making appointments to the board of trustees, the governor shall consider:
153 (i) individuals from the state at large with due consideration for geographical

154  representation;

155 (i1) individuals recognized for their knowledge and expertise; and

156 (ii1) individuals who represent current and emerging business and industry sectors of
157  the state.

158 (b) Appointments to the board shall be made on a nonpartisan basis.

159 (3) (a) Except as provided under Subsection (3)(b), members of the board of trustees
160  shall be appointed commencing on July 1 of each odd-numbered year to a four-year term.
161 (b) Initial terms of the board members beginning on July 1, 2009 shall be staggered
162 with two-year and four-year terms so that approximately one-half of the members' terms will
163  expire in any odd-numbered year.

164 (c) An appointed member holds office until a successor is appointed and qualified.
165 (4) When a vacancy occurs in the membership for any reason, the replacement shall be

166  appointed for the unexpired term.

167 (5) (a) Each member shall take the official oath of office prior to assuming the office.
168 (b) The oath shall be filed with the Division of Archives and Records Services.
169 (6) The board of trustees shall elect a chair and vice chair, who serve for two years and
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until their successors are elected and qualified.

(7) (a) The board of trustees may enact bylaws for its own government, including
provision for regular meetings.

(b) (i) The board of trustees may provide for an executive committee in its bylaws.

(i1) If established, the committee shall have full authority of the board of trustees to act
upon routine matters during the interim between board of trustees meetings.

(iii) The committee may act on nonroutine matters only under extraordinary and
emergency circumstances.

(iv) The committee shall report its activities to the board of trustees at its next regular
meeting following the action.

(8) A quorum shall be required to conduct business which shall consist of a majority of
voting board of trustee members.

(9) The board of trustees may establish advisory committees.

(10) A member may not receive compensation or benefits for the member's service, but
may receive per diem and travel expenses in accordance with:

(a) Section 63A-3-106;

(b) Section 63A-3-107; and

(c) rules made by the Division of Finance pursuant to Sections 63A-3-106 and
63A-3-107.

Section 4. Section S3B-8-101 is amended to read:

53B-8-101. Waiver of tuition.

(1) (a) The president of each institution may waive all or part of the tuition in behalf of
meritorious or impecunious resident students to an amount not exceeding 10% of the total
amount of tuition which, in the absence of the waivers, would have been collected from all
Utah resident students at the institution.

(b) Two and a half percent of the waivers designated in Subsection (1)(a) shall be set
aside for members of the Utah National Guard. Waivers shall be preserved by the student at

least 60 days before the beginning of an academic term.
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198 (2) (a) Each academic year the president of each of the following institutions may

199  waive all or part of the resident portion of the tuition in behalf of the additional number of
200  meritorious nonresident students set forth below who are not current recipients of the waiver:
201 (i) the University of Utah president may grant up to 190 waivers;

202 (i1) the Utah State University president may grant up to 183 waivers, 18 of which shall

203  be awarded to students at [Utah-State University-Coltege-of EasternUtah] Utah State

204  University Eastern;

205 (iii) the Weber State University president may grant up to 135 waivers;

206 (iv) the Southern Utah University president may grant up to 68 waivers;

207 (v) the Snow College president may grant up to 18 waivers;

208 (vi) the Dixie State College of Utah president may grant up to 30 waivers;

209 (vii) the Utah Valley University president may grant up to 114 waivers; and

210 (viii) the Salt Lake Community College president may grant up to 43 waivers.

211 (b) (i) A president may continue to waive the resident portion of the tuition during the

212 entire time the affected meritorious nonresident student remains an undergraduate student in
213 good standing at the institution.

214 (i) The resident portion of the tuition for each nonresident student is equal to the

215 tuition for resident students at the institution.

216 (c) A president may waive the nonresident portion of tuition for a meritorious

217  nonresident student receiving a waiver under Subsection (2)(a) after completion of the student's
218  first year of full-time study at the institution.

219 (d) (i) In addition to the waivers authorized by Subsections (2)(a) and (c), a president
220  may waive all or part of the nonresident portion of tuition for a meritorious nonresident student
221 during the student's first year of full-time study at the institution.

222 (i1)) The number of these nonresident waivers for each institution is limited to the

223 percentage of nonresident students at each institution times the nonresident student number
224 allowed under Subsection (2)(a).

225 (3) Upon recommendation of the board, a president may grant additional full or partial
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tuition waivers to encourage students to enroll for instruction in occupations critical to the state
for which trained personnel are in short supply.

(4) A president may waive all or part of the difference between resident and
nonresident tuition in the case of meritorious graduate students and nonresident summer school
students.

(5) The board shall submit annual budget appropriation requests for each institution
which include requests for funds sufficient in amount to equal the estimated loss of dedicated
credits that would be realized if all of the tuition waivers authorized by Subsection (2) were
granted.

Section 5. Section 53B-16-207 is amended to read:

53B-16-207. Utah State University Eastern -- Career and technical education --
Supervision and administration -- Transition -- Institutional mission.

(1) [YtahState Yniversity-Coltegeof EasternYtah| Utah State University Eastern
shall:

(a) maintain a strong curriculum in career and technical education courses at its
campus and within the region it serves which can be transferred to other institutions within the
higher education system, together with lower division courses and courses required for
associate degrees in science, arts, applied science, and career and technical education;

(b) work with school districts and charter schools in developing an aggressive
concurrent enrollment program; and

(c) provide for open-entry, open-exit competency-based career and technical education
programs, at a low cost tuition rate for adults and at no tuition cost to secondary students, that
emphasize short-term job training or retraining for immediate placement in the job market and
serve the geographic area encompassing:

(1) the Carbon School District;

(i) the Emery School District;

(ii1) the Grand School District; and

(iv) the San Juan School District.
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254 (2) [BtahState YUniversity=-Collegeof EasternUtah| Utah State University Eastern may

255  not exercise any jurisdiction over career and technical education provided by a school district

256  or charter school independently of [Utah-State Untversity=-Collegeof EasternUtah| Utah State

257  University Eastern.

258 (3) [UtahState University=-Coltegeof EasternUtah| Utah State University Eastern shall

259  report to the State Board of Regents annually on:

260 (a) the status of and maintenance of the effort for career and technical education in the

261  region served by [Btah-State University-Cotlegeof EasternUtah] Utah State University

262  Eastern, including access to open-entry, open-exit competency-based career and technical

263  education programs; and
264 (b) student tuition and fees.

265 (4) Legislative appropriations to [UtalrState- University-College-of EasternYtah] Utah

266  State University Eastern career and technical education shall be made as line items that are
267  separate from other appropriations for [Utah-State Untversity=-Coltegeof EasternYtah| Utah
268  State University Eastern.

269 Section 6. Section S3B-16-208 is amended to read:

270 53B-16-208. Utah State University Eastern -- Career and technical education

271  advisory committee -- Membership -- Duties.

272 (1) [YtahStateYniversity-Coltegeof EasternYtah| Utah State University Eastern shall

273  have a career and technical education advisory committee composed of the following 11

274  members:

275 (a) one elected local school board member appointed by the board of education for the
276  Carbon School District;

277 (b) one elected local school board member appointed by the board of education for the
278  Emery School District;

279 (c) one elected local school board member appointed by the board of education for the
280  Grand School District;

comprehensive strategic plan for delivering career and technical education within its region;

(b) make recommendations regarding what skills are needed for employment in Utah
businesses and industries;

(c) recommend programs based upon the information gathered in accordance with
Subsection (2)(b);

(d) review annual program evaluations;

(e) provide counsel, support, and recommendations for updating and improving the
effectiveness of career and technical education programs and services, including expedited
program approval and termination of procedures, consistent with Board of Regents' policy;

(f) monitor program advisory committees and other advisory groups to provide
counsel, support, and recommendations for updating and improving the effectiveness of
training programs and services; and

(g) coordinate with local school boards, districts, and charter schools to meet the career
and technical education needs of secondary students.

Section 7. Section 53B-18-1201 is amended to read:

53B-18-1201. Utah State University Eastern.

(1) (a) There is established a comprehensive regional college of Utah State University

(b) Utah State University shall:

(i) possess all rights, title, privileges, powers, immunities, franchises, endowments,
property, and claims of the College of Eastern Utah; and

(1) fulfill and perform all obligations of [the-Coltege-of EasternYtah] Utah State

University Eastern, including obligations relating to outstanding bonds and notes.

(2) [UtahStateYntversity=-Collegeof EasternUtah] Utah State University Eastern
contains campuses in the following locations:

(a) Price, Utah; and

(b) Blanding, Utah.

(3) (a) [BtahState Bntversity-Coltegeof EasternUtah] Utah State University Eastern

is under the authority and direction of the Utah State University president and Utah State

University board of trustees.

(b) (i) The governor shall appoint nine individuals to the Utah State University board
of trustees with the consent of the Senate.

(i1) One of the nine individuals described in Subsection (3)(b)(i) shall reside in the

[Btah-State- Untversity=-Collegeof EasternUtah] Utah State University Eastern service region.

(c) The board shall establish a policy defining the service region.

(4) (a) [BtahState University-Coltegeof EasternUtak] Utah State University Eastern

shall be administered by a chancellor.

(b) The chancellor of [UtalhState Untverstty-Collegeof EasternUtah] Utah State

University Eastern is appointed by the president of Utah State University and reports directly to

the president of Utah State University.

Section 8. Section 63B-2-301 is amended to read:

63B-2-301. Legislative intent -- Additional projects.

It is the intent of the Legislature that:

(1) The Department of Employment Security use money in the special administrative
fund to plan, design, and construct a Davis County facility under the supervision of the director
of the Division of Facilities Construction and Management unless supervisory authority is
delegated by him as authorized by Section 63A-5-206.

(2) The University of Utah may use donated funds to plan, design, and construct the
Nora Eccles Harrison addition under the supervision of the director of the Division of Facilities
Construction and Management unless supervisory authority is delegated by him as authorized
by Section 63A-5-206.

(3) The University of Utah may use hospital funds to plan, design, and construct the
West Patient Services Building under the supervision of the director of the Division of
Facilities Construction and Management unless supervisory authority is delegated by him as
authorized by Section 63A-5-206.

(4) The University of Utah may use federal funds to plan, design, and construct the
Computational Science Building under the supervision of the director of the Division of
Facilities Construction and Management unless supervisory authority is delegated by him as

authorized by Section 63A-5-206.

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(5) The Board of Regents may issue revenue bonds to provide:

(a) $6,700,000 to plan, design, and construct single student housing at Utah State
University under the supervision of the director of the Division of Facilities Construction and
Management unless supervisory authority is delegated by him as authorized by Section

(b) additional money necessary to:

(1) pay costs incident to the issuance and sale of the bonds;

(i1) pay interest on the bonds that accrues during construction and acquisition of the
project and for up to one year after construction is completed; and

(6) Utah State University may use federal funds to plan, design, and construct the
Natural Resources Lab addition under the supervision of the director of the Division of
Facilities Construction and Management unless supervisory authority is delegated by him as
authorized by Section 63A-5-206.

(7) Utah State University may use funds derived from property sales to plan, design,
and construct emergency relocation facilities for the Farmington Botanical Gardens under the
supervision of the director of the Division of Facilities Construction and Management unless
supervisory authority is delegated by him as authorized by Section 63A-5-206.

(8) Utah State University may use institutional funds to plan, design, and construct an
institutional residence for the president under the supervision of the director of the Division of
Facilities Construction and Management unless supervisory authority is delegated by him as
authorized by Section 63A-5-206.

(9) Weber State University may use discretionary funds to construct a remodel and
expansion of the stores building and mail service facilities under the supervision of the director
of the Division of Facilities Construction and Management unless supervisory authority is
delegated by him as authorized by Section 63A-5-206.

(10) Weber State University may use fees and auxiliary revenue to plan, design, and

construct a remodel and expansion of the Shepherd Student Union Building under the

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supervision of the director of the Division of Facilities Construction and Management unless
supervisory authority is delegated by him as authorized by Section 63A-5-206.

(11) Southern Utah University may use donated funds to plan, design, and construct an
alumni house under the supervision of the director of the Division of Facilities Construction
and Management unless supervisory authority is delegated by him as authorized by Section
63A-5-206.

(12) [The€Colegeof EasternUtah] Utah State University Eastern may use auxiliary

revenues and other fees to:

(a) make lease or other payments;

(b) redeem revenue bonds or repay loans issued on behalf of the college; and

(c) plan, design, and construct a 200 person residence hall under the supervision of the
director of the Division of Facilities Construction and Management unless supervisory
authority is delegated by him as authorized by Section 63A-5-206.

(13) The Sevier Valley Applied Technology Center may use private and Community
Impact Board funds, if approved, to plan, design, and construct a performing arts/multi-use
facility under the supervision of the director of the Division of Facilities Construction and
Management unless supervisory authority is delegated by him as authorized by Section
63A-5-206.

(14) Ogden City and Weber County may have offices and related space for their
attorneys included in the Ogden Courts building if the city and county are able to provide
upfront funding to cover all costs associated with the design and construction of that space. In
addition, the city and county shall cover their proportionate share of all operations and
maintenance costs of their facility, including future major repairs to the building.

(15) If the Legislature authorizes the Division of Facilities Construction and
Management to enter into a lease purchase agreement for the Department of Human Services
facility at 1385 South State Street in Salt Lake City or for the State Board of Education facility
and adjacent space in Salt Lake City, or for both of those facilities, the State Building

Ownership Authority, at the reasonable rates and amounts it may determine, and with technical

443 63B-4-201. Legislative intent statements -- Capital facilities.
444 (1) (a) Itis the intent of the Legislature that the University of Utah use institutional and

445  other funds to plan, design, and construct two campus child care centers under the supervision
446  of the director of the Division of Facilities Construction and Management unless supervisory
447  authority is delegated by the director.

448 (b) The university shall work with Salt Lake City and the surrounding neighborhood to

449  ensure site compatibility for future recreational development by the city.
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(2) It is the intent of the Legislature that the University of Utah use institutional funds
to plan, design, and construct:

(a) the Union Parking structure under the supervision of the director of the Division of
Facilities Construction and Management unless supervisory authority is delegated by the
director;

(b) the stadium renovation under the supervision of the director of the Division of
Facilities Construction and Management unless supervisory authority is delegated by the
director;

(c) the Huntsman Cancer Institute under the supervision of the director of the Division
of Facilities Construction and Management unless supervisory authority is delegated by the
director;
