For every eight hours that a public employee works in a single day. a public employer

shall give the public employee the opportunity to take an unpaid meal period that:

(1) is no less than 30 minutes;

(2) occurs no later than five hours after the public employee's workday begins: and

(3) allows the public employee to be relieved of all duties and permitted to leave the

public employee's work station or area during the unpaid meal period.
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
