26 Section 1.  Section 53-3-204 is amended to read:

27 53-3-204.   Persons who may not be licensed.

28 (1) (a)  The division may not license a person who:

29 (i)  is younger than 16 years of age;
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30 (ii)  if the person is 18 years of age or younger, has not completed a course in driver

31 training approved by the commissioner;

32 (iii)  if the person is 19 years of age or older has not completed:

33 (A)  a course in driver training approved by the commissioner; or

34 (B)  the requirements under Subsection 53-3-210.5(6)(c);

35 (iv)  if the person is a minor as defined in Section 53-3-211, has not completed the

36 driving requirement under Section 53-3-211;

37 (v)  is not a resident of the state, unless the person is issued a temporary CDL under
