H.B. 317 Felony Assault Amendments (V. L. Snow)

Rep. Snow explained the bill to the committee with the assistance of Yvette Rodier, Utah Council of
Victims of Crimes.

H.B. 311 White Collar Crime Registry Amendments (M. McKell)

(ii) 30 or more days have passed since the most recent attempt to contact the

Cox voting
in opposition and with Rep. Cutler and Rep. Oda absent for the vote.

S.B. 71 Children's Justice Center Amendments (R. Okerlund)
