Accomplishments

Indian Affairs provides information and referral services, coordinates issues,
and acts as a community liaison for the Governor. It promotes positive
intergovernmental relations with and between the State of Utah and Utah’s
Indian tribal governments, Indian organizations, other minority offices, and
reports directly to the Governor’s Office through the Department of
Community and Economic Development.

» Three new tribal businesses created 100 new jobs for tribal members.
» Developed an Indian education business advocacy organization.
» Developed a strategy to return 25 percent of the human remains located in

state repositories to tribes in FY 2003. They will continue this with
another 25 percent being repatriated in FY 2004.
