Be it enacted by the Legidature of the state of Utah:

Section 1. Section 1 is enacted to read:

53G-7-226. Review of contracts and settlement agreements between local education agencies
and the United States Department of Justice.

(1) AnLEA or LEA governing board may not enter into a contract or settlement agreement with the
United States Department of Justice unless the { State Board-of Edueation} attorney general's office
first reviews the contract or settlement agreement.

(2) The {State Board-of-Education} attorney general's office shall:

(a) {shall-} review each proposed contract or settlement agreement between the United States
Department of Justice and an LEA or LEA governing board; and

(b) disclose the content of the settlement agreement or contract to the state board.
