(c) A student who is claimed as a dependent on the tax returns of a person who is not aresident of Utah
isnot eligible to apply for resident student status.

(4) Except as provided in Subsection (8), an institution within the state system of higher education may
establish stricter criteriafor determining resident student status.

(5) If aninstitution does not have a minimum credit-hour requirement, that institution shall honor the
decision of another institution within the state system of higher education to grant a student resident
student status, unless:
