Be it enacted by the Legidature of the state of Utah:

(a) An applicant may enter an annual landowner draw for {ene} abull elk voucher for every complete

block owned by the applicant.

(b) The private land that is the basis for determining whether there is a block for an application to

gualify for alandowner draw shall have at least one common owner throughout the private land.
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(c) Inorder for an applicant to qualify for alandowner draw, al the owners of the private land

described in Subsection (2)(b) shall agree to the applicant applying for alandowner draw.

(d) Multiple applicants may not submit an application for the same block and the division may reject all

applications for a block if more than one application is received for a single block.

(i) private land within a cooperative wildlife management unit under Chapter 7, Cooperative Wildlife

Management Units; or

(ii) private land within alandowner association program established by the Wildlife Board by rule made
in accordance with Title 63G, Chapter 3, Utah Administrative Rulemaking Act.

section by allocating an additional 5% of the total number of limited entry bull permits available in
the public draw within alimited entry elk unit.

than 8,999 contiguous acres; and

(ii) 50% of the vouchersin the landowner draw to applicants with at |east 640 contiguous acres but less
than 4,000 acres.

(a) Anindividual may redeem avoucher to obtain a permit to hunt bull elk:

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(B) only hunting under that permit on the contiguous acres of private land owned by the applicant

within alimited entry elk unit.

(a) Except as provided in Subsection (6)(f), an applicant that qualifies for alandowner draw under

Subsections (2) through (5) and who owns at least 4,000 contiguous acres of private land but not

more than 8,999 contiguous acres of private land within alimited entry elk unit shall annually

receive two bull elk vouchers.

(b) Anindividual may redeem avoucher obtained under this Subsection (6) in accordance with
Subsection (5).
(c) An applicant described in Subsection (6)(a) may sell, donate, or otherwise transfer a voucher

received under Subsection (6)(a).
(d) A voucher under this Subsection (6) isin addition to and not taken from the 5% additional bull elk
permits that are designated for the landowner draw under Subsection (3).

(e) An applicant that receives a voucher under this Subsection (6) may also enter alandowner draw for

abull elk voucher in accordance with Subsection (2).

23A-7-213. Reduced acreage elk cooper ative wildlife management unit.

(a) TheWildlife Board may issue a certificate of registration for a reduced acreage elk cooperative

wildlife management unit to alandowner association that owns at |east 4,000 contiguous acres of

private land but not more than 8,999 contiguous acres of private land.

(b) A reduced acreage elk cooperative wildlife management unit may only authorize the hunting of elk.

(2)

(@) TheWildlife Board shall establish season dates and boundaries for a reduced acreage elk
cooperative wildlife management unit.

(b) In accordance with Subsection 23A-2-305(3), if season dates specified in this Subsection (2) start on
a Sunday, the season date shall begin on the Saturday before.

(c) Season dates specified in this Subsection (2) may differ from statewide season dates.

(3) A reduced acreage elk cooperative wildlife management unit shall offer at least 50% of the reduced
acreage elk cooperative wildlife management unit authorizations for hunting elk to the general

public at the times and places designated on the application for a certificate of registration.

(4) A reduced acreage elk cooperative wildlife management unit is governed by the other provisions of
this chapter.
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(5) A landowner or an organization of owners of private lands that operate under a certificate of

registration for a reduced acreage elk cooperative wildlife management unit may not apply for or

obtain a voucher to purchase a bull elk permit under Section 23A-4-711.
