(a) "Altered toy {feok-alike]} or imitation firearm" means atoy {;toek-alike;} or imitation
firearm that has been altered so that a reasonable person would believe that the toy,
{took-alike;} or imitation firearm is an actual firearm.

(b) "Minor" means an individual younger than 18 years old.

(c) "Public place" means the same as that term is defined in Section 76-9-102.

(d) "Toy {teek-atike;} or imitation firearm" means a non-firearm device regulated under
16 C.F.R. Part 1272.
