The information from the American Community Survey contained in
these profiles was obtained between January 1, 2016, and December 31, 2020,
making it the most recent, accurate, complete information available.

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Explanation of Data

Most of the data in this demographic profile report was obtained from the U.S. Census Bureau’s
American Community Survey (ACS) 2016-2020 Five-year Data Release, which is the most recent release.
The ACS is a nationwide survey designed to provide communities with reliable and timely social,
economic, housing, and demographic data of America’s communities. The ACS has an annual sample size
of about 3.5 million addresses nationally, with survey information collected nearly every day of the year.
Data are pooled across five years to produce estimates for smaller levels of geography, such as state
legislative districts. As a result, ACS estimates reflect data that have been collected over a period of time
rather than for a single point in time as in the decennial census. The ACS data in this report was collected
January 1, 2016, through December 31, 2020. Race and ethnicity data is from the decennial census.

An understanding of the concepts explained below will help a reader better comprehend how the
census data is classified.

Living Quarters

Living quarters are usually found in structures intended for residential use, but also may be found in
structures intended for nonresidential use as well as in places such as tents, vans, and emergency and
transitional shelters. Living quarters are classified as either housing units or group quarters.

Housing Unit

A housing unit may be a house, an apartment, a mobile home, a group of rooms, or a single room that
is occupied (or, if vacant, intended for occupancy) as separate living quarters. Separate living quarters
are those in which the occupants live separately from any other individuals in the building, and which
have direct access from outside the building or through a common hall. If any of the occupants in
rooming or boarding houses, congregate housing, or continuing care facilities live separately from
others in the building and have direct access, their quarters are classified as separate housing units.

Both occupied and vacant housing units are included in the housing unit inventory. Boats, recreational
vehicles (RVs), vans, tents, railroad cars, and the like are included only if they are occupied as
someone's current place of residence. Vacant mobile homes are included provided they are intended
for occupancy on the site where they stand. Vacant mobile homes on dealers' sales lots, at the factory,
or in storage yards are excluded from the housing inventory. Also excluded from the housing
inventory are quarters being used entirely for nonresidential purposes, such as a store or an office, or
quarters used for the storage of business supplies or inventory, machinery, or agricultural products.
Housing units are classified as either occupied or vacant.

Occupied Housing Unit — A housing unit is classified as occupied if it is the current place of
residence of the person or group of people living in it at the time of interview. The occupants
may be a single family, one person living alone, two or more families living together, or any
other group of related or unrelated people who share living quarters. Occupied rooms or
suites of rooms in hotels, motels, and similar places are classified as housing units only when
occupied by permanent residents.

Occupied housing units are further classified as either family households or non-family
households. The householder is the adult person completing the ACS questionnaire mailed to
housing unit address.
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Family Households — A family household is where the householder is related to at least
one other person in the household by birth, marriage, or adoption. For example, a
"two-person family" could be a husband and wife, a parent and child, or two siblings.

Non-Family Households — A non-family household is where the householder is not
related to any other person in the household. A person living alone is classified as a
non-family household.

Vacant Housing Unit — A housing unit is vacant if no one is living in it at the time of interview.
New units not yet occupied are classified as vacant housing units if construction has reached a
point where all exterior windows and doors are installed, and final usable floors are in place.

Group Quarters

A Group Quarters (GQs) is a place where people live or stay in a group living arrangement that is
owned or managed by an entity or organization providing housing and/or services for the residents.
These services may include custodial or medical care, as well as other types of assistance, and
residency is commonly restricted to those receiving these services. This is not a typical household-type
living arrangement. People living in GQs usually are not related to each other. GQs include such places
as college residence halls, residential treatment centers, skilled nursing facilities, group homes,
military barracks, correctional facilities, workers’ dormitories, and facilities for people experiencing
homelessness.
