SUMMARY

The Wildlife Resources Capital budget includes the
large structural projects or habitat improvements.
It also includes projects that improve wildlands or
related structures.

For this line item, the Analyst recommends a total
FY 2014 appropriation of $4,712,000, as presented
in the Budget Detail Table on p. 3.

Intent Language

Under the terms of 63]-1-603 of the Utah Code, the
Legislature intends that appropriations provided for
the Wildlife Resources Capital line item in Item 12,
Chapter 6, Laws of Utah 2012, shall not lapse at the
close of FY 2013. Expenditures of these funds are
limited to Operations and Maintenance of the
Hatchery Systems in the state: $649,400.
