The Legislature intends that up to $140,000 be spent on livestock damage.  $90,000 will be from the 
General Fund and up to $50,000 will be from the General Fund Restricted - Wildlife Resources account.

4.

Natural Resources - Parks & Recreation

The Legislature intends that the $50,000 appropriation increase for This Is the Place Heritage Park be 
transferred to the park only after the park has received matching funds of at least $50,000 from Salt Lake 
City and at least $50,000 from Salt Lake County.

5.

The Legislature intends that the Division of Parks and Recreation issue a Request for Proposal (RFP) for 
the private operation of either each or all of the state’s four golf courses for FY 2014.

6.

Natural Resources - Water Rights

The Legislature intends that the Department of Natural Resources study water rights issues and report to 
the Natural Resources, Agriculture, and Environment Interim Committee on or before their October 2013 
meeting.

7.

Environmental Quality - Executive Director's Office

The Legislature intends that the Department of Environmental Quality adjust ongoing spending to achieve 
the following reductions: a General Fund reduction of $132,300 from Division of Environmental Response 
and Remediation; a General Fund reduction of $49,500 from the Division of Air Quality; and a General 
Fund reduction of $47,000 from the Division of Water Quality.

8.

Agriculture - Administration

The Legislature intends that the managers of the Grazing Improvement Program and the Watershed 
Restoration Program present to the Natural Resources, Agriculture, and Environmental Quality 
Appropriations Subcommittee by November 2013 a plan to improve the coordination and collaboration 
between the two programs. The Legislature further intends that each program identify performance 
measures that track and report the public benefits from their projects.

9.

The Legislature intends that the Department of Agriculture and Food shall allocate at least $125,000 to its 
Utah’s Own Program in FY 2014.
