Local Education Agency (LEA) Other Post Employment Benefit Liabilities (OPEB)
Committee members questioned the status of LEA OPEB plans and liabilities during the
General Session. Subcommittee staff will provide a summary of LEA OPEB liabilities.

Teacher Salary Supplement Program

Qualifying math and science teachers can receive additional compensation through the
program. A representative from the Department of Human Resource Management will
update the subcommittee on the program budget and participation levels.

Retirement Rate Impacts on Related to Basic School Programs

Appropriations to the Educator Salary Adjustment and Teacher Salary Supplement programs
include a factor to pay for employer-paid benefits associated with the compensation. This
factor has not changed to reflect recent increases in the state retirement rate. Subcommittee
staff will provide costs estimates associated with increasing the retirement rate factor.

Career & Technical Education Add-on Program — Allocation Formula

During the 2012 Interim, the subcommittee studied the possibility of allocating funding based
on the relative cost of providing courses and to include incentives for high skill, high wage,
and high demand subjects. Subcommittee staff will provide an update and formula scenarios.
