Pres. Pershing discussed workforce preparation including Lassonde Studios.

Dr. Watkins discussed some of the U of U priorities.
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Rep. Wheatley asked about some of the notable research at the U of U. Pres. Pershing and Dr. Watkins responded.
4 . USHE & USTC Performance Measures for Base Budget Bill
Chair Vickers discussed some possible committee actions regarding the base budget bill.

5-Higher Ed Performance Measures for SB 1 - FY 2019 - Updated

Sen. Millner dicussed statewide performance metrics that were discussed during the summer. Chair Vickers
responded.

Chair Vickers mentioned that the measures
might be approved for the base budget and then more discussion before the final budget.

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Sen. Dabakis expressed frustration about a two percent budget cut when it seems unnecessary. Chair Vickers
discussed the budget reallocation request from the Executive Appropriations Committee.

MOTION: Rep. Stanard moved to recommend reducing the printed USHE tuition waivers amount by half,
which equals approximately 1 percent of the General/Education Fund base and reduce the across
the board cuts by one-fourth, which equals approximately 2 percent of the General/Education
Fund base.

Rep. Winder, Rep. Owens, Rep, Wheatley, Sen. Dabakis and Sen. Millner spoke in favor of the motion.
Rep. Daw asked for clarification on the motion.

Rep. Potter spoke against the motion.

Rep. Coleman asked if some tuition waivers more valuable than others.

Rep. Stanard's motion.passed with a vote of 14 -1-2 .
