1 . Call to Order

Vice Chair Walt Brooks called the meeting to order at 8:39 A.M.

2 . Office of the Inspector General of Medicaid Services Review

Mr. Ryan Mortenson, Staff Economist, Office of Legislative Fiscal Analyst, introduced an audit on Medicaid
services.

Mr. Kade Minchey, Audit Manager, Office of the Legislative Auditor General (OLAG) and Matt Harvey, Lead
Performance Auditor, (OLAG), gave an audit review of 2017 Medicaid Services and Expenditures.

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Sen. Anderegg commented on Medicaid cost avoidance and asked why the Office of the Inspector General cannot
join with the Auditor's Office with a response from Mr. Cottrell.

Mr. Nate Johansen, Deputy Inspector, Office of the Inspector General, responded to the reason why his office
cannot be put under the Auditor's Office.

Sen. Harper asked Mr. Minchey to explain to the committee why it was suggested that the Office of Inspector
General be put under the State Auditor's Office. Mr. Minchey responded.

Sen. Hillyard, Rep. Hemingway, and Rep. Poulson, asked questions and made comments about what Medicaid
is doing to help providers, with a response from Mr. Cottrell and Mr. Brian Wikle, Senior Economist, Office of
Legislative Fiscal Analyst.

Anderegg open a bill file to implement all 7
of the recommendations on page 22 of the audit, and that the draft bill be presented in the IGG
meeting in October, for consideration by the committee.
