While 
attending the University of Utah, he worked in property management, development, and 
construction.  After graduating with honors in Finance (real estate emphasis), he worked for a local 
real estate development firm as a project manager and financial analyst.  He coordinated the 
development of several real estate projects and provided feasibility and capital budgeting analysis 
for the Executive team.  
 
Shortly thereafter, he started a real estate consulting and appraisal company−offering both 
residential and commercial valuation services.  The firm grew to 15 employees and was recognized 
as one of the premier appraisal and consulting firms in the Intermountain West area within a few 
short years.  The firm was sold in 1995 and Howard joined Coldwell Banker Commercial in their 
brokerage and valuation group, which was recently acquired by Colliers International.  Colliers is 
now the largest commercial real estate brokerage in the Intermountain West with over 200+ 
commercial agents, a valuation team, property management services, and several office locations.
