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WHAT THE BILL DOES

o Requires schools to show medically accurate, physician-
endorsed fetal development materials, showing stages of
development from fertilization to birth to students in middle
and high school.

e Just as the Legislature recently set statewide standards for who
may provide sex education instruction, this bill sets clear,
consistent standards for what students learn about human
development.

WHY IT MATTERS

e Many students receive health instruction with little or no visual
context for prenatal development. Providing medically
accurate materials helps students better understand how
human life forms and grows.

o Clear, science-based instruction supports healthy decision-
making, personal responsibility, and respect for human life.
