
Short Title: Health System Reform Amendments

Fiscal Note H.B. 144 1st Sub. (Buff)

Sponsor: Dunnigan, J. 2012 General Session

Enactment of this bill would cost the Insurance Department an estimated $13,200 one-time from the 
Insurance Department Restricted Account in FY 2013 for rule development, reviewing filings, and 
establishing standards. Insurance Department Restricted Account revenues and expenditures affect the 
annual transfer to the General Fund. Additionally this bill appropriates one-time in FY 2012 from the 
General Fund $15,000 to the Senate and $25,000 to the House of Representatives for the costs of the 
Health System Reform Task Force.
