Enactment of this bill could increase revenue to the Liquor Control Fund by $50,000 annually due to the 

increase in the number of licenses potentially issued.  There are potential costs to the Department of 

Alcoholic Beverage Control of $3,000 annually to conduct an audit and compliance test of each of the 

potential licensees.  Spending from the Liqour Control Fund affects annual transfers to the General Fund.
