LONG TITLE
General Description:
This bill modifies the definition and use of the word terrorism in the Utah Code.
Highlighted Provisions:
This bill:
» changes the term cyber-terrorism to malicious cyber activity;
» changes the term commercial terrorism to commercial obstruction;
» changes the term disruptive terrorism to terrorism;
» moves references to the threat of terrorism into a new section apart from the
misdemeanor offense of threat of violence; and
» defines terrorism as activities that:
e involve acts dangerous to human life;
e are a violation of the criminal laws of the United States or of this state; and
e to areasonable person, would appear to be intended to:
. intimidate or coerce a civilian population;

. influence the policy of a government by intimidation or coercion; or

. affect the conduct of a government by mass destruction, assassination, or

kidnapping.

(9) "Natural phenomena" means any earthquake, tornado, storm, flood, landslide,
avalanche, forest or range fire, drought, or epidemic.

(10) "State of emergency" means a condition in any part of this state that requires state
government emergency assistance to supplement the local efforts of the affected political
subdivision to save lives and to protect property, public health, welfare, or safety in the event
of a disaster, or to avoid or reduce the threat of a disaster.

(11) "Technological hazard" means any hazardous materials accident, mine accident,
train derailment, air crash, radiation incident, pollution, structural fire, or explosion.

(12) "Terrorism" means activities that:

(a) involve acts dangerous to human life;

(b) are a violation of the criminal laws of the United States or of this state; and

(c) to a reasonable person, would appear to be intended to:

(i) intimidate or coerce a civilian population;

(i1) influence the policy of a government by intimidation or coercion; or

(ii1) affect the conduct of a government by mass destruction, assassination, or
kidnapping.

Section 3. Section 63K-1-102 is amended to read:

63K-1-102. Definitions.

(1) (a) "Absent" means:

(1) not physically present or not able to be communicated with for 48 hours; or

(i1) for local government officers, as defined by local ordinances.

(b) "Absent" does not include a person who can be communicated with via telephone,
radio, or telecommunications.

(2) "Attack" means a nuclear, conventional, biological, or chemical warfare action

against the United States of America or this state.
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(3) "Department” means the Department of Administrative Services, the Department of
Agriculture and Food, the Alcoholic Beverage Control Commission, the Department of
Commerce, the Department of Community and Culture, the Department of Corrections, the
Department of Environmental Quality, the Department of Financial Institutions, the
Department of Health, the Department of Human Resource Management, the Department of
Workforce Services, the Labor Commission, the National Guard, the Department of Insurance,

(4) "Disaster" means a situation causing, or threatening to cause, widespread damage,
social disruption, or injury or loss of life or property resulting from attack, internal disturbance,
natural phenomenon, or technological hazard.

(5) "Division" means the Division of Homeland Security established in Title 53,
Chapter 2, Part 1, Homeland Security Act.

(6) "Emergency interim successor" means a person designated by this chapter to
exercise the powers and discharge the duties of an office when the person legally exercising the
powers and duties of the office is unavailable.

(7) "Executive director" means the person with ultimate responsibility for managing
and overseeing the operations of each department, however denominated.

(8) "Internal disturbance" means a riot, prison break, [disrupttve] terrorism, or strike.

(9) "Natural phenomenon" means any earthquake, tornado, storm, flood, landslide,
avalanche, forest or range fire, drought, epidemic, or other catastrophic event.

(10) (a) "Office" includes all state and local offices, the powers and duties of which are
defined by constitution, statutes, charters, optional plans, ordinances, articles, or by-laws.

(b) "Office" does not include the office of governor or the legislative or judicial offices.

(11) "Place of governance" means the physical location where the powers of an office
are being exercised.

(12) "Political subdivision" includes counties, cities, towns, townships, districts,
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authorities, and other public corporations and entities whether organized and existing under
charter or general law.

(13) "Political subdivision officer" means a person holding an office in a political
subdivision.

(14) "State officer" means the attorney general, the state treasurer, the state auditor, and
the executive director of each department.

(15) "Technological hazard" means any hazardous materials accident, mine accident,
train derailment, air crash, radiation incident, pollution, structural fire, or explosion.

(16) "Unavailable" means:

(a) absent from the place of governance during a disaster that seriously disrupts normal
governmental operations, whether or not that absence or inability would give rise to a vacancy
under existing constitutional or statutory provisions; or

(b) as otherwise defined by local ordinance.

(8) "State of emergency" means a condition in any part of this state which requires state
government emergency assistance to supplement the local efforts of the affected political
subdivision to save lives and to protect property, public health, welfare, and safety in the event
of a disaster or to avoid or reduce the threat of a disaster.

(9) "Technological hazard" means any hazardous materials accident, mine accident,
train derailment, truck wreck, air crash, radiation incident, pollution, structural fire or
explosion.

(b) second degree felony is as if the conviction were for a first degree felony; or

(c) first degree felony remains the penalty for a first degree penalty except:

(i) the convicted person is not eligible for probation; and

(i1) the Board of Pardons and Parole shall consider that the convicted person is a
habitual violent offender as an aggravating factor in determining the length of incarceration.

(3) (a) The prosecuting attorney, or grand jury if an indictment is returned, shall
provide notice in the information or indictment that the defendant is subject to punishment as a
habitual violent offender under this section. Notice shall include the case number, court, and
date of conviction or commitment of any case relied upon by the prosecution.

(b) (i) The defendant shall serve notice in writing upon the prosecutor if the defendant
intends to deny that:

(A) the defendant is the person who was convicted or committed;

(B) the defendant was represented by counsel or had waived counsel; or

(C) the defendant's plea was understandingly or voluntarily entered.

(i1) The notice of denial shall be served not later than five days prior to trial and shall
state in detail the defendant's contention regarding the previous conviction and commitment.

(4) (a) If the defendant enters a denial under Subsection (3)(b) and if the case is tried to
a jury, the jury may not be told until after it returns its verdict on the underlying felony charge,
of the:

(i) defendant's previous convictions for violent felonies, except as otherwise provided
in the Utah Rules of Evidence; or

(i1) allegation against the defendant of being a habitual violent offender.

(b) If the jury's verdict is guilty, the defendant shall be tried regarding the allegation of
being an habitual violent offender by the same jury, if practicable, unless the defendant waives
the jury, in which case the allegation shall be tried immediately to the court.

(c) (1) Prior to or at the time of sentencing the trier of fact shall determine if this section

applies.

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(i1) The trier of fact shall consider any evidence presented at trial and the prosecution
and the defendant shall be afforded an opportunity to present any necessary additional
evidence.

(iii) Prior to sentencing under this section, the trier of fact shall determine whether this
section is applicable beyond a reasonable doubt.

(d) If any previous conviction and commitment is based upon a plea of guilty or no
contest, there is a rebuttable presumption that the conviction and commitment were regular and
lawful in all respects if the conviction and commitment occurred after January 1, 1970. If the
conviction and commitment occurred prior to January 1, 1970, the burden is on the prosecution
to establish by a preponderance of the evidence that the defendant was then represented by
counsel or had lawfully waived the right to have counsel present, and that the defendant's plea
was understandingly and voluntarily entered.

(e) If the trier of fact finds this section applicable, the court shall enter that specific
finding on the record and shall indicate in the order of judgment and commitment that the
defendant has been found by the trier of fact to be a habitual violent offender and is sentenced
under this section.

(5) (a) The sentencing enhancement provisions of Section 76-3-407 supersede the
provisions of this section.

(b) Notwithstanding Subsection (5)(a), the "violent felony" offense defined in
Subsection (1)(c) shall include any felony sexual offense violation of Title 76, Chapter 5, Part
4, Sexual Offenses, to determine if the convicted person is a habitual violent offender.

(6) The sentencing enhancement described in this section does not apply if:

(a) the offense for which the person is being sentenced is:

(i) a grievous sexual offense;

(i1) child kidnapping, Section 76-5-301.1;

(iii) aggravated kidnapping, Section 76-5-302; or

As used in this part:

(1) "Enterprise"” means any individual, sole proprietorship, partnership, corporation,
business trust, association, or other legal entity, and any union or group of individuals
associated in fact although not a legal entity, and includes illicit as well as licit entities.

(2) "Pattern of unlawful activity" means engaging in conduct which constitutes the
commission of at least three episodes of unlawful activity, which episodes are not isolated, but
have the same or similar purposes, results, participants, victims, or methods of commission, or
otherwise are interrelated by distinguishing characteristics. Taken together, the episodes shall
demonstrate continuing unlawful conduct and be related either to each other or to the
enterprise. At least one of the episodes comprising a pattern of unlawful activity shall have

occurred after July 31, 1981. The most recent act constituting part of a pattern of unlawful
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activity as defined by this part shall have occurred within five years of the commission of the
next preceding act alleged as part of the pattern.

(3) "Person" includes any individual or entity capable of holding a legal or beneficial
interest in property, including state, county, and local governmental entities.

(4) "Unlawful activity" means to directly engage in conduct or to solicit, request,
command, encourage, or intentionally aid another person to engage in conduct which would
constitute any offense described by the following crimes or categories of crimes, or to attempt
or conspire to engage in an act which would constitute any of those offenses, regardless of
whether the act is in fact charged or indicted by any authority or is classified as a misdemeanor
or a felony:

(a) any act prohibited by the criminal provisions of Title 13, Chapter 10, Unauthorized
Recording Practices Act;

(b) any act prohibited by the criminal provisions of Title 19, Environmental Quality
Code, Sections 19-1-101 through 19-7-109;

(c) taking, destroying, or possessing wildlife or parts of wildlife for the primary
purpose of sale, trade, or other pecuniary gain, in violation of Title 23, Wildlife Resources
Code of Utah, or Section 23-20-4;

(d) false claims for medical benefits, kickbacks, and any other act prohibited by Title
