Section 1. Section §9-12-102 is amended to read:

As used in this chapter:

(1) "800 service" means a telecommunications service that:

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(7) "Aircraft" is as defined in Section 72-10-102.

(8) "Aircraft maintenance, repair, and overhaul provider" means a business entity:

(a) except for an airline as defined in Section 59-2-102 or an affiliated group as defined
in Subsection 59-12-107(1)(f) of an airline; and

(b) that has the workers, expertise, and facilities to perform the following, regardless of
whether the business entity performs the following in this state:

(i) check, diagnose, overhaul, and repair:

(A) an onboard system of a fixed wing turbine powered aircraft; and

(B) the parts that comprise an onboard system of a fixed wing turbine powered aircraft;

(i) assemble, change, dismantle, inspect, and test a fixed wing turbine powered aircraft
engine;

(iii) perform at least the following maintenance on a fixed wing turbine powered
aircraft:

(A) an inspection;

(B) arepair, including a structural repair or modification;

(C) changing landing gear; and

(D) addressing issues related to an aging fixed wing turbine powered aircraft;

(iv) completely remove the existing paint of a fixed wing turbine powered aircraft and
completely apply new paint to the fixed wing turbine powered aircraft; and

(v) refurbish the interior of a fixed wing turbine powered aircraft in a manner that
results in a change in the fixed wing turbine powered aircraft's certification requirements by the
authority that certifies the fixed wing turbine powered aircraft.

(9) "Alcoholic beverage" means a beverage that:

(a) is suitable for human consumption; and

(b) contains .5% or more alcohol by volume.

(10) (a) "Ancillary service" means a service associated with, or incidental to, the
provision of telecommunications service.

(b) "Ancillary service" includes:

(i) a conference bridging service;

(i1) a detailed communications billing service;

(ii1) directory assistance;
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(iv) a vertical service; or

(v) avoice mail service.

(11) "Area agency on aging" is as defined in Section 62A-3-101.

(12) "Assisted amusement device" means an amusement device, skill device, or ride
device that is started and stopped by an individual:

(a) who is not the purchaser or renter of the right to use or operate the amusement
device, skill device, or ride device; and

(b) at the direction of the seller of the right to use the amusement device, skill device,
or ride device.

(13) "Assisted cleaning or washing of tangible personal property" means cleaning or
washing of tangible personal property if the cleaning or washing labor is primarily performed
by an individual:

(a) who is not the purchaser of the cleaning or washing of the tangible personal
property; and

(b) at the direction of the seller of the cleaning or washing of the tangible personal
property.

(14) "Authorized carrier" means:

(a) in the case of vehicles operated over public highways, the holder of credentials
indicating that the vehicle is or will be operated pursuant to both the International Registration
Plan and the International Fuel Tax Agreement;

(b) in the case of aircraft, the holder of a Federal Aviation Administration operating
certificate or air carrier's operating certificate; or

(c) in the case of locomotives, freight cars, railroad work equipment, or other rolling
stock, the holder of a certificate issued by the United States Surface Transportation Board.

(15) (a) Except as provided in Subsection (15)(b), "biomass energy" means any of the
following that is used as the primary source of energy to produce fuel or electricity:

(i) material from a plant or tree; or

(i1) other organic matter that is available on a renewable basis, including:

(A) slash and brush from forests and woodlands;

(B) animal waste;

(C) methane produced:

153 (II) as a byproduct of the treatment of wastewater residuals;

154 (D) aquatic plants; and

155 (E) agricultural products.

156 (b) "Biomass energy" does not include:

162 (16) (a) "Bundled transaction" means the sale of two or more items of tangible personal

166 (b) "Bundled transaction" does not include:
167 (i) the sale of tangible personal property if the sales price varies, or is negotiable, on

171 (iii) the sale of services to real property;

172 (iv) the retail sale of tangible personal property and a service if:

(C) an item of tangible personal property, a product, or a service included in the
definition of "purchase price."

(i) For purposes of Subsection (16)(c)(i)(B), an item of tangible personal property, a
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product, or a service is provided free of charge with the purchase of another item of tangible
personal property, a product, or a service if the sales price of the purchased item of tangible
personal property, product, or service does not vary depending on the inclusion of the tangible
personal property, product, or service provided free of charge.

(d) (i) For purposes of Subsection (16)(a)(ii), property sold for one nonitemized price
does not include a price that is separately identified by tangible personal property, product, or
service on the following, regardless of whether the following is in paper format or electronic
format:

(A) abinding sales document; or

(B) another supporting sales-related document that is available to a purchaser.

(i) For purposes of Subsection (16)(d)(i1), a binding sales document or another
supporting sales-related document that is available to a purchaser includes:

(A) abill of sale;

(B) a contract;

(C) an invoice;

(D) alease agreement;

(E) a periodic notice of rates and services;

(F) aprice list;

(G) arate card;

(H) areceipt; or

(I) aservice agreement.

(e) (i) For purposes of Subsection (16)(b)(vi), the sales price of tangible personal
property or a product subject to taxation under this chapter is de minimis if:

(A) the seller's purchase price of the tangible personal property or product is 10% or
less of the seller's total purchase price of the bundled transaction; or

(B) the seller's sales price of the tangible personal property or product is 10% or less of
the seller's total sales price of the bundled transaction.

(i) For purposes of Subsection (16)(b)(vi), a seller:

(A) shall use the seller's purchase price or the seller's sales price to determine if the
purchase price or sales price of the tangible personal property or product subject to taxation

under this chapter is de minimis; and
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(B) may not use a combination of the seller's purchase price and the seller's sales price
to determine if the purchase price or sales price of the tangible personal property or product
subject to taxation under this chapter is de minimis.

(iii) For purposes of Subsection (16)(b)(vi), a seller shall use the full term of a service
contract to determine if the sales price of tangible personal property or a product is de minimis.

(f) For purposes of Subsection (16)(b)(vii)(B), a seller may not use a combination of
the seller's purchase price and the seller's sales price to determine if tangible personal property
subject to taxation under this chapter is 50% or less of the seller's total purchase price or sales
price of that retail sale.

(17) "Certified automated system" means software certified by the governing board of
the agreement that:

(a) calculates the agreement sales and use tax imposed within a local taxing
jurisdiction:

(1) on a transaction; and

(i1) in the states that are members of the agreement;

(b) determines the amount of agreement sales and use tax to remit to a state that is a
member of the agreement; and

(¢) maintains a record of the transaction described in Subsection (17)(a)(i).

(18) "Certified service provider" means an agent certified:

(a) by the governing board of the agreement; and

(b) to perform all of a seller's sales and use tax functions for an agreement sales and
use tax other than the seller's obligation under Section 59-12-124 to remit a tax on the seller's
own purchases.

(19) (a) Subject to Subsection (19)(b), "clothing" means all human wearing apparel
suitable for general use.

(b) In accordance with Title 63G, Chapter 3, Utah Administrative Rulemaking Act, the
commission shall make rules:

(i) listing the items that constitute "clothing"; and

(i1) that are consistent with the list of items that constitute "clothing" under the
agreement.

(20) "Coal-to-liquid" means the process of converting coal into a liquid synthetic fuel.
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(21) "Commercial use" means the use of gas, electricity, heat, coal, fuel oil, or other
fuels that does not constitute industrial use under Subsection [(48)] (49) or residential use
under Subsection [€94)] (96).

(22) (a) "Common carrier" means a person engaged in or transacting the business of
transporting passengers, freight, merchandise, or other property for hire within this state.

(b) (i) "Common carrier" does not include a person who, at the time the person is
traveling to or from that person's place of employment, transports a passenger to or from the
passenger's place of employment.

(i) For purposes of Subsection (22)(b)(i), in accordance with Title 63G, Chapter 3,
Utah Administrative Rulemaking Act, the commission may make rules defining what
constitutes a person's place of employment.

(23) "Component part" includes:

(a) poultry, dairy, and other livestock feed, and their components;

(c) fuel used for providing temperature control of orchards and commercial
greenhouses doing a majority of their business in wholesale sales, and for providing power for

(24) "Computer" means an electronic device that accepts information:

(i1) in a form similar to digital form; and

(b) manipulates that information for a result based on a sequence of instructions.

(25) "Computer software" means a set of coded instructions designed to cause:

(a) a computer to perform a task; or

(b) automatic data processing equipment to perform a task.

(26) "Computer software maintenance contract" means a contract that obligates a seller

of computer software to provide a customer with future updates or upgrades to:

(a) computer software;

(b) support services with respect to computer software; or

(c) _a combination of Subsections (26)(a) and (b).

[€267] (27) (a) "Conference bridging service" means an ancillary service that links two

(A) with a gross vehicle weight rating of 10,001 pounds or more;
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(B) registered under Section 41-1a-301; and

(C) operated under the authority of a carrier authorized and certificated:

(I) by the United States Department of Transportation or another federal authority; and

(II) to engage in carrying a person or property in interstate commerce;

(ii1) a trailer, semitrailer, or passenger bus that is:

(A) registered under Section 41-1a-301; and

(B) operated under the authority of a carrier authorized and certificated:

(I) by the United States Department of Transportation or another federal authority; and

(I to engage in carrying a person or property in interstate commerce;

(iv) an aircraft that is operated by an air carrier authorized and certificated:

(A) by the United States Department of Transportation or another federal or foreign
authority; and

(B) to engage in carrying a person or property in interstate commerce; or

(v) acontainer designed for use on, or a component part attached or secured on, an
item of equipment listed in Subsections (1)(b)(i) through (iv).

(2) Except as provided in Subsections (8) and [(13)] (14), if tangible personal property,
a product transferred electronically, or a service that is subject to taxation under this chapter is
received by a purchaser at a business location of a seller, the location of the transaction is the
business location of the seller.

(3) Subject to Subsection (10), and except as provided in Subsections (7), (8), (9), (11),
and [(137] (14), if tangible personal property, a product transferred electronically, or a service
that is subject to taxation under this chapter is not received by a purchaser at a business
location of a seller, the location of the transaction is the location where the purchaser takes
receipt of the tangible personal property or service.

(4) Subject to Subsection (10), and except as provided in Subsections (7), (8), (9), (11),
and [(137] (14), if Subsection (2) or (3) does not apply, the location of the transaction is the
location indicated by an address for or other information on the purchaser if:

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(11), and [133] (14), if Subsection (2), (3), or (4) does not apply, the location of the transaction
is the location indicated by an address for the purchaser if:

(i) the address is obtained during the consummation of the transaction; and

(i1) use of the address described in Subsection (5)(a)(i) does not constitute bad faith.

(b) An address used under Subsection (5)(a) includes the address of a purchaser's
payment instrument if no other address is available.

(6) Subject to Subsection (10), and except as provided in Subsections (7), (8), (9), (11),
and [(137] (14), if Subsection (2), (3), (4), or (5) does not apply or if a seller does not have
sufficient information to apply Subsection (2), (3), (4), or (5), the location of the transaction is
the location:

(i) except as provided in Subsection (6)(a)(ii), for tangible personal property that is
subject to taxation under this chapter, the tangible personal property is shipped;

(i1) for computer software delivered electronically or for a product transferred
electronically that is subject to taxation under this chapter, the computer software or product
transferred electronically is first available for transmission by the seller; or

(ii1) for a service that is subject to taxation under this chapter, the service is provided;
or

(b) as determined by the seller with respect to a prepaid wireless calling service:

(i) provided in Subsection (6)(a)(iii); or

(i1) associated with the mobile telephone number.

(7) (a) For purposes of this Subsection (7), "shared ZIP Code" means a nine-digit ZIP
Code that is located within two or more local taxing jurisdictions.

(b) If the location of a transaction determined under Subsections (3) through (6) is in a
shared ZIP Code, the location of the transaction is:

(i) if there is only one local taxing jurisdiction that imposes the lowest agreement
combined tax rate for the shared ZIP Code, the local taxing jurisdiction that imposes the lowest
agreement combined tax rate; or

(1) if two or more local taxing jurisdictions impose the lowest agreement combined tax
rate for the shared ZIP Code, the local taxing jurisdiction that:

(E) a manufactured home; or

(F) a mobile home; or

(iii) except as provided in Section 59-12-214, the lease or rental of tangible personal
property other than tangible personal property that is transportation equipment;

(b) atax a person pays in accordance with Subsection 59-12-107(1)(d); or

(c) aretail sale of tangible personal property or a product transferred electronically if:

(i) the seller receives the order for the tangible personal property or product transferred
electronically in this state;

(i1) receipt of the tangible personal property or product transferred electronically by the
purchaser or the purchaser's donee occurs in this state;

(iii) the location where receipt of the tangible personal property or product transferred
electronically by the purchaser occurs is determined in accordance with Subsections (3)
through (5); and

(iv) at the time the seller receives the order, the record keeping system that the seller
uses to calculate the proper amount of tax imposed under this chapter captures the location
where the order is received.

Section 4. Effective date.

This bill takes effect on July 1, 2011.
