LONG TITLE
General Description:

This bill modifies the Traffic Code and the Utah Criminal Code by amending
provisions to relating the prohibition of using a wireless communication device while
operating a moving motor vehicle.

Highlighted Provisions:

This bill:

» provides that a person may not use a handheld wireless communication device while
operating a moving motor vehicle on a highway in this state to:
