H.B. 413 Falconry Amendments  (Rep. J. Peterson)

MOTION: Rep. Sagers moved to pass the bill out favorably. The motion passed unanimously

with Rep. Handy and Rep. Schultz absent for the vote.

1st Sub. S.B. 212 Wildland Fire Suppression Fund  (Sen. E. Vickers)

MOTION: Rep. Briscoe moved to pass the bill out favorably. The motion passed

unanimously with Rep. Handy absent for the vote.

H.C.R. 17 Concurrent Resolution Opposing Unilateral Use of the Antiquities Act  (Rep.

K. Stratton)

Rep. Stratton explained the resolution to the committee.

MOTION: Rep. McKell moved to replace H.C.R. 17 with 1st Sub. H.C.R. 17. The motion

passed unanimously.

MOTION: Rep. McKell moved to pass 1st Sub. H.C.R. 17 out favorably. The motion passed

with Rep. Briscoe and Rep. Duckworth voting in opposition.

H.J.R. 13 Joint Resolution on Nonhazardous Solid Waste Fees  (Rep. M. McKell)

The resolution was not heard at the request of the sponsor.
